Board Meeting

May 13, 2009

Ben Neil called the meeting to order at 7PM.

Roll call indicated the following MSYSA board members & Staff were present: Ben Neil, Louise Waxler, Linda Norton, Cliff Walcott, Gina Clapp, Mike Basileo, Mark Molloy, Scott Eslick, Rich Fabrizio, Alan Buster, Gary Schneehagen, Ray Greenberg, Sam Mangione, Bill Stara, Marie Langford, Rob Smith and Carman Juliano. Absent were Arlene Rodway, Bob Deegan, Todd Clark, and Mike Sidlak.

Ben Neil – President Report – MSYSA has not held a board retreat for several years.   It will be a low-key one-day working session.  He will be looking to schedule a retreat in late September.  Board members would arrive on a Friday evening, work sessions on Saturday, a dinner and then depart on Sunday.  MSYSA will pick up cost for overnight stay Friday and Saturday nights.  Ben is considering inviting Presidents of clubs to meet with us for about an hour over the weekend.  
Volunteer of the year, coach of the year, and young referee of the year – As of this date the MSYSA office has not received any nominations.  The deadline for nomination forms is May 22nd.
Elite Club National League – State presidents are not going to support the League.  USYS decided not to enter into a relationship with Elite Club National
Baltimore City – Mayor’s Aide has contacted Ben – Baltimore City holds an international soccer tournament.  The tournament - International soccer tournament – will be held August 1&2.  

Ben and Marie will be meeting with the Anne Arundel County Economic & Community Development to discuss office and field space.
Louise Waxler – Executive VP - Freedom will be the main sponsor for the State Cup finals.  
The games will be held at the SoccerPlex in Germantown.  Freedom will honor the State Cup champions at the Freedom game on the May 31st.  
The Kicks tournament presented the Cancer center a check for $100,000.

2nd VP - State Cup Report – Ben reported for Arlene – State Cup report submitted.  State Cup dates are set for 2010.  Eric McAleer sent an email, the dates for State Cup and our international ODP trips should not pose any conflicts with State Cup in 2010.
Linda Norton – 2nd VP – Asked that  we mark our calendars for next year’s 2010 State cup – this event needs all of us helping out next year.
Marie will put together a college profile book, which will be available for College coaches attending State Cup Finals.
Cliff Walcott – 3rd VP – Recreation Cup – scheduled for Thanksgiving weekend – more information in Cliff’s report.  Met with Tony Powell.
Treasurer Report - Marie Langford presented Bob Deegan’s financial report – in Bob’s absence.  Any questions concerning the financials, please contact Bob with your questions.
Mike Basileo – State Registrar - Mike proposed for consideration the following:

-All State Cup teams must laminate USYS passes starting the 2009-10season.  To assure uniformity and quality of laminate material, MSYSA will provide the laminating sleeves to the teams. - Lamination cards 
All Travel teams must laminate USYS passes starting in 2010-11.  To assure uniformity and quality, MSYSA will either work out a process to distribute laminating sleeves to the teams (e.g., through clubs or leagues), or will be able to provide a brief list of acceptable suppliers of the sleeves.
The main reason to stage the lamination requirement is to make sure that the laminated passes ends up as a uniform product.  This could be a problem since each team, as opposed to a single point, is doing the process.
-Starting with State Cup teams makes it easy for MSYSA to provide the same sleeves to all teams.  Delaying the requirement for the rest of the teams until 2010-11 provides time to develop a process that will work for all of the travel teams.

Mark Molloy made a motion to accept Mike Basileo’s proposal.  Motion was second by Cliff Walcott. 

Motion passed.

Mike reported the ADG registration system for the new seasonal year will be turned on with season tryouts tomorrow evening.  Email will go out to the primary users at the Club level.  

New Affiliations – ES Soccer Club – New Carrollton MD – Mike Basileo made motion to accept ES Soccer Club as a member of MSYSA.  Motion was second by Scott Eslick. Motion was approved.
Calverton Select Soccer – Calvert Select Soccer is the travel section of Calvert Soccer Club. 
Concern was mentioned that the teams that will be following Calvert Select to form their own club may not be aware they will lose their affiliation with the NCSL and WAGSL teams. Board members were concern the children who would be leaving Calvert Soccer Club and following Calvert Select would not be able to participate in the NCSL and WAGS. (Calvert Select is not a member of these two leagues). More information will be needed in order to confirm this Club. 
Mike Basileo made the motion not to allow the Northern Elite Soccer team to participate in the York Pennsylvania full-sided league.  Motion was second by Scott Eslick.  Discussion we had a request from Fallston, which was turned down.  There are short-sided leagues available for the Clubs to participate within the State of Maryland, no need for them to go outside the State.  Motion passed.

Fallston do not grant them permission.
