MSYSA Board Meeting Minutes 

March 18, 2009

Arlene Rodway - 1st Vice President – Called the meeting to order at 7:10 PM.  Arlene continued running the meeting until Louise Waxler arrived.  Louise was running the meeting in Ben's absence.

Minutes for the February, 2009 meeting were reviewed.  Seeing no changes or corrections the minutes were accepted unanimously.

Guests – Hugh Blocker – CASRA.

Two weeks ago Arlene met with Hugh, Greg and Marty to review the situations with referees at the U13 State Cup competition this past fall 2008.  

Assignments for the first week of scheduled State Cup games have been completed.

Louise Waxler – Affiliations – three clubs submitted paper:

RipTide Soccer Club – participate in the BBSL (U10 level) – 1 team.  Discussion was to  recommended that they register as an independent member (not as a club).   Mike made a motion to have them register as an independent.  Since they are a new travel team, have them see how things go the first season. If the programs grows we will consider at that time.  Arlene Second.  Bill voiced his concern about clubs having one team and the lack of supervision of their coaches.  There is no guidance from a director of coaching.    Vote was taken, motion carried unanimously.

Friends of Patterson Park – 250 children in Baltimore – no bylaws – they have a board of directors, a mission statement and what they are going to do.  Started 40 or 50 kids began in 2005 – now have 250 – Patterson Youth Park – will review again when they submit their bylaws.  

YMCA – Frederick County – 2 rec teams – 22 players in FCYSL – want to affiliate these two teams.  Sam 2nd the motion.  Motion passes.

April 4 – UVA vs Washington Freedom match being played for Kicks.

 1st VP – Arlene Rodway -no written report – cup in 2 weeks.  Cup not held on Easter Weekend.  Marie and Arlene went to the Federation in Orlando.

2nd VP – Linda Norton - International ODP Trips – trips are lined up, Parent meetings have been held for parents of  those players participating in the ODP trips.

Risk Management – Background checks.  Reasonable to push back to the clubs and have them sign off that their team officials have had background checks.  Marie will drop an email to Mike Sidlak and discuss whether we can get a better discount if we have more Club's participating with NCIS. Do we leave it to the clubs and hope that they will be vigilant?  So far we have had 4 red lights for 4 clubs.  The Presidents of the involved Clubs got back to Marie immediately.

Motion is that all MSYSA Affiliated Clubs MUST do all background checks through NCIS beginning 2009 - 2010 season or if in a contract with another company that they confirm they have a contract with another background search company.   Sam M. made the motion Rich Fabrizio – second the motion.  Motion passed

State Registrar - Mike Basileo-

Bob Deegan put on table to discuss that player cards should be laminated to protect it.

Mike Basileo explained the reason player cards are not  laminated is to protect the integrity of the information on the card.

Louise Waxler made a motion to laminate player cards to begin the 2009-2010 season.  Arlene Rodway second the motion. Vote was taken and the motion carried.  Some instructions will be made available concerning size and dimension of the laminated cards.  

Harford County wants to merge with another organization (other organization is not a member of MSYSA).  They must register both Rec &  travel teams.  Mark Malloy received a call from one of the organizers who wants to be sure he completes everything correctly.  Mike Basileo will call and give instructions to the organization.

Contacted by the person who handles the Registration process for US Soccer development program – the Academy – they cannot play in any other league until the Academy begins.  Mike will reply and agree to work with person.

Recreation players in online system – last month the office process changed.  We don’t want disk sent to office with a list of their rec program participations.  MSYSA wants the Clubs to contact ADG directly so they can give instructions and have the updated data given to us.   Marie and Mike contact ADG and discuss how to transfer this data to MSYSA. 

Treasurer - Bob Deegan – Budget – Any questions about the budget contact Bob..

3rd vp – Cliff Walcott – met with Peter Kamiskus and Bill and discussed how to prepare curriculum for the RPT program.  Email the regional commissioners to get the programs going in their areas.  Getting in contact with coaches and administrators is a slow process.  Sent out flyers in his second email.  Bill shared the draft of the RTP program curriculum guide.

Responses are slow, only the east and west have responded.  Very slow responses from the South.

Kohl’s cup will become our Recreational Tournament (take the place of the indoor holiday tournament).

Sam, Fish & Cliff will be heading this tournament – location – TBD.
