Minutes
MSYSA Executive Board Meeting

Wednesday, August 16, 2006

President Ben Neil called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.
Board Members Present:  Ben Neil, Jim McGoldrick, Mike Basileo, Linda Norton, Colleen Yanchulis, Larry Rockstroh, Mike Sidlak, Mark Molloy, Cliff Wolcott, Rich Fabrizio, Dave Gould, Jeff Hess, Louise Waxler, Jack Barnold, Rich Edgar.

Others Present:  Debbie Dooley, Jerry May, Graham Ramsay, Mandy Bishop, Barbara Blandford, Jen Pagliaro, and Dan Roche
President Neil opened the meeting and introduced Dan Roche, who made a presentation to the Board on a proposal to establish a Graham Ramsay Scholarship Foundation.  After his presentation, the Board asked questions and discussed the idea.  The proposal was tabled until the September meeting.

The Minutes of the previous meeting were read and approved.

President’s Report:

Ben reported receipt of a check from US Soccer for $16k from the DC United - Chelsea game played at FedEx field in 2005.
A written proposal was presented to MSYSA to change the Yellow Card rule for the MD Cup by Mike Libber, Boys Cup Coordinator.  It was decided to table the request and discussion until the September meeting, when Cup Chair Arlene Rodway would be present.

Ben reported that a suggestion had been offered that MSYSA consider capping the present Tournament fee of $10.00 per team at $1000 per tournament.  The matter was referred to the MSYSA Coaching Committee which originally proposed the $10 fee to research the issue and present a report at the October meeting.
With respect to the Annual Workshop and potential vendors, Ben reported that Cliff Wolcott and Mark Malloy will send out “save the date” letters using a mailing list of the NSCAA and others.  Louise Waxler offered to obtain the NSCAA mailing list.  It was agreed that we need to concentrate on the tri-state area.
Executive Vice President – Jim McGoldrick:  Nothing to report.
1st Vice President – Arlene Rodway:  Nothing to report – on vacation.  Rich Fabrizio gave a report on Nationals.  The Casa Mia Bays won the U-16 Boys Championship.  Next year, Nationals will be held in Frisco, Texas.
It was reported that September 1, will be Maryland Youth Soccer Night at the University of MD, College Park.   The UMD Women will play Towson at 5:00 pm and the Men will play UCLA in a National Televised game at 8:00 pm.  MSYSA’s five Region 1 Champion teams and its two ODP National Champions will be introduced at halftime of the Men’s game.  MSYSA players can obtain discounted tickets to the matches. 
2nd Vice President – Jack Barnold – Reported on the ODP Manual.  Motion was made, seconded and approved to use the word “should” when referring to ODP coaches having to have a “D” coaching license, with an added statement professing MSYSA’s recognition that coaching licenses and attendance at coaching education programs are important.  With this modification, the revised manual was approved by the Board.
3rd Vice President – Cliff Wolcott – Reported on the opportunity of holding the indoor state tournament at the MD SoccerPlex in November, and would utilize the new database of recreation players.
Treasurer’s Report – Jeff Hess – Presented the P/L income and expense report through August 15.  Motion was made and seconded to accept the report.
President Ben Neil announced the appointment of a new Finance Committee: Jeff Hess (Chairman), John Rupp, Larry Rockstroh, and Dave Gould.  The committee will research MSYSA contracts and financial policies and practices and make an initial report to the Executive Board in November.  Ben also charged the Committee to report at the next AGM.
Girls ODP Report – Debbie Dooley:  Debbie and Jack Barnold reported that Dave Tenney was recommending that two Girl’s ODP teams travel in 2007, with the U-15 (1992) team going to Brazil and the U-17 (1990) team traveling to Europe.  The proposal was approved by the Board.
Region Commissioners:

New Affiliations – Crystal Palace Football Club, USA has submitted a request for MSYSA affiliation.  Motion was made and seconded to accept the new club (Jeff Hess abstained).  Motion carried.
Committee Reports:

Coaching Committee:  Mark Malloy put together a coaching calendar and explained new coaching education material, including a proposal from Austin Grace to create a video for coaches.
Risk Management – Mike Sidlak reported that the contract with NCSI had been signed and the risk management link on the MSYSA website is to be developed.  Mike presented the policy and full disclosure statements.  Mike also presented a proposed insurance policy option from Bollinger Insurance which could possibly reduce MSYSA’s premium by MSYSA self insurance a fixed amount of $10,000 in claims.    After much discussion, motion was made and seconded to accept the self-insured option. Motion carried.

Director of Soccer Development – Graham Ramsay presented his recommendations for the Head ODP Coaches to the Board for approval.   The Board approved Graham’s recommendations and Keith Tabatznik and Dave Tenney were reappointed for the 2006-2007 year.  Graham then presented Keith and Dave’s recommendations for staff coaches.  In addition to the roster of returning coaches, Keith was recommending Ted Zingman as an assistant age group coach.  Graham reported that Ted has a “D” license and just completed the “C” course hosted by MSYSA.  Motion made and seconded for approval of all ODP Coaches nominated for the 2006-2007 year.  Motion carried.
Ben mentioned the Region 1 fall meeting will be held in October in Nashua, New Hampshire.

Registrar Report – Mike reported that the on-line registration was operational and proceeding well and that many clubs have taken advantage of the training.  Mike discussed independent teams vs. club teams.  After questions, motion was made and seconded not to provide insurance coverage to MSYSA member teams for participation in Central Maryland Soccer Association (CMSA) activities.  Motion carried.  Mike also reported on the passing of Brenda Down, long-time Virginia registrar and Region1 volunteer.  Motion made and seconded to donate $250 to the VYSA TopSoccer program as requested by Brenda’s family’s.  Motion carried. 

Boys ODP – Jen Pagliaro and Jack Barnold reported that Boy’s ODP Head Coach Keith Tabatznik was recommending that three Boy’s ODP team travel as in the past.  It was indicated that several additional destinations are being considered.  The U-13 (1994) team will go to Europe (Scotland and Holland being considered.  The U-15 (1992) and U-17 (1990) teams will again travel together and go to South America, either Brazil or Argentina or a combination of the two.    Motion made, seconded and approved to accept Keith’s recommendation.
Good of the Game:    Louise Waxler mentioned that the Men’s ACC Championships would be held the first week in November at the MD SoccerPlex.  In addition, the SoccerPlex is in the process of obtaining final approval to permit the installation of three (3) new turf fields with lights which could be ready for play in the spring of 2007.

Louise also mentioned that Rich Edgar is running for the Boy’s Youth At-Large position of NSCAA.

In addition, Louise reported that the U-20 Washington Freedom team won the National Super Y League Championship.  She also announced that there will be a Freedom Golf Tournament to benefit the Kicks for Breast Cancer charity on September 11, at Turf Valley and asked that MSYSA consider supporting the event.
Meeting adjourned at 9:25 p.m.
