MINUTES

President Ben Neil called the meeting to order at 7:05 p.m.  The previous Minutes were approved as written.
President’s Report:  Ben reported the need for a new treasurer and asked if we knew of an interested and qualified individual willing to serve MSYSA in this capacity, to please let him know. 
Exec. Vice President:  Louise Waxler had nothing new to report.
1st Vice President:  Arlene Rodway reported there were many teams in the Regional Semi-final and Final games, MSYSA did have two Regional winners:  The U14 and U19 Casa Mia Bays teams coached by Steve Nichols would be going on to the National Competition in Dallas. 
A motion was made and second to donate $1000 to each team to assist in defraying expenses.  After discussion, it was moved and seconded to donate $1500 to each team.  Motion carried.

2nd Vice President:  Jack Barnold reported on the success at the Regional ODP Tournament.   Three MSYSA teams reached the tournament Finals, with the 1990 and 1992 Girls winning championships and the 1991 boys losing on penalty kicks.  The 1992 girls will compete for the ODP National Championship in March in Texas.  While the teams themselves had a great showing this year, Jack was pleased to announce that 32 boys were selected for the Region 1 call back camp, with 9 being selected to attend a National camp.  Jack had not received Girls call back camp selections prior to the meeting. 
3rd Vice President:  Cliff attended and successfully passed the recent National Youth License course.  In addition, Cliff provided a written report.  Regarding the Indoor Cup, Cliff would like a flyer and tournament announcement and for MSYSA to give publicity for the event.
Treasurer’s Report:  A P&L statement was handed out.  There being no questions, the report was accepted.
Registrar:  Mike Basileo reported on the 2007-08 ADG registration and outstanding issues which he has addressed with bi-weekly conference calls with ADG.  After discussion, it was pointed out that technical assistance was needed.  Regina mentioned a possible volunteer from Thunder Soccer.  

Mike had received requests for teams to affiliate as independents.  In the past, Mike has made the call.  He will work with Jerry to prepare a statement to teams who do not qualify as “independent teams” for access to the MSYSA registration system.

Regional Commissioner Reports – No new applications for club affiliations.

Girls ODP:  A written report was provided.  In addition, it was reported by Barbara Blandford how well the Girls ODP teams did at Regionals and the large numbers for callbacks to the Regional and National pools.  Barbara was recognized for her great organization and thanked for her dedication to the program.  
Risk Management:  Mike Sidlak reported there are now seven clubs in Maryland using NCSI background checks.  Discussion ensued of the pros and cons of using the ADG link.

Marketing Director:  In advance of the meeting, Rob Smith sent an email outlining the Workshop plans and general information about the Newsletter. Discussion of the Workshop took place, i.e.., planned structure, goals, activities, and personnel responsibilities.  In addition, Rob reported on the on-site meeting next week with the NSCAA marketing group.  With regard to the newsletter, it is hoped that of the 45,000 people we reach with the publication, perhaps as many as 10% will sign up for future publications with email addresses, broadening our electronic database.  
Other Business:  Kevin Healey was present and reported on the Referee Committee and the challenges of getting the assignors to work together to cover all the games.  In addition, Kevin presented a response to MSYSA’s letter requesting a reduction in the rental of the Arena for MSYSA’s Workshop due to lack of heat in the vendor area and lack of electrical outlets in some vendor spaces and one classroom.   Kevin stated there would be no adjustment.  A second issue related to the number of tickets actually picked up by Workshop attendees for the Blast game that evening.  Attendees were given a coupon which they exchanged at the Blast booth for a game ticket and the number of coupons collected were to be the basis of the charge to MSYSA for tickets.  Coupons were never returned to MSYSA and the number of tickets billed by the Blast seemed high.  Kevin agreed to check the Blast’s electronic ticket records and adjust this aspect of the invoice, if appropriate

Old Business:  The issue of insurance coverage for non-USYSA sanctioned events was brought to the table for discussion.  A motion was made and seconded that only USYSA-sanctioned outdoor tournaments would be covered under our insurance.  Teams that participate in other tournaments would be responsible for their own insurance coverage.   The Motion was called for a vote and was approved with only one opposing vote.
Good of the Game:  Jerry reported on Graham’s behalf that there were 40 coaches signed up for the August USSF C License Course to be held at the Maryland SoccerPlex. 
Meeting adjourned at 9:30 p.m.
