MINUTES of MEETING
Present:  Ben Neil, Jeff Hess, Mike Basileo, Regina Clapp, Cliff Walcott, Mark Molloy, Linda Norton, Colleen O’Neill Yanchulis, Arlene Rodway, Dave Gould, Gary Schneehagan, Todd Clark

Others Present:  Rob Smith, Malcolm Grenado, Jerry May, Graham Ramsay, Barbara Blandford, Debbie Dooley, Jen Pagliaro and Scott Eslick.
President Ben Neil called the meeting to order at 7:05 p.m.  The Minutes of the May meeting were approved as written.
President’s Report:  Ben announced a new computer with DSL will be purchased for Adrienne.  In addition, the following points were made:

· Rick Aleshire has resigned as the West Regional Commissioner.  Ben introduced Scott Eslick from Boonsboro.  Scott is a coach in the Hagerstown SC.  A motion was made to accept Scott as the new West Regional Commissioner.  The motion was seconded and unanimously approved.

· Region 1 Presidents’ meeting at Ryder College.  Ben discussed the field development program of Region 1 and how it might be possible for a loan to be made by Region 1 to a MD organization for development of fields without MSYSA being a sole guarantor of the loan.  The organization receiving the loan would have to provide MSYSA with a guarantee and right of subrogation from another guarantor acceptable to MSYSA.   Linda Norton will attend the Presidents’ dinner at Regionals in Maine and support the field development proposal on behalf of MSYSA.
Exec. Vice President:  Louise Waxler was absent.
1st Vice President:  Arlene Rodway reported that all MD Cup winners were posted on-line.  She also reported there were problems with lodging at the Region 1 Championships associated with Certified Travel and lack of sufficient rooms to house MSYSA players and their families.  After much discussion, it was decided that a letter would be sent to Bob Palmero, Region 1 Director, and detail our dissatisfaction with the housing situation.
2nd Vice President:  Jack Barnold was absent.  Jerry brought our attention to the written reports on Girls and Boys ODP that were provided.  Barbara and Debbie reported on the Girls ODP program and the huge success experienced in the tournament, particularly the 1992 team which advanced to the final stage for the first time.  Part of the success may be attributed to the experience the team received from its trip to Brazil in April.  Debbie reported that the girls also experienced problems with Certified Travel with respect to housing at the ODP Tournament.  The next Girls ODP activities will be the Region 1 ID camps.  While scholarships are scarce, some of the girls are getting sponsors.  In addition to her written report, Jen Pagliaro reported on the success of the boys teams at the ODP Tournament.
3rd Vice President:  Cliff Walcott was absent.

Treasurer’s Report:  Jeff Hess presented the monthly financial statement.  After a few questions, the report was accepted.
Registrar:  Mike Basileo reported the 2007-08 ADG registration is moving along.  In addition, Mike received requests for waivers from the MSYSA U-11 small-sided play policy from for teams seeking permission to play 11 v 11 in out of state leagues.  A discussion then ensued regarding full-side and small-sided play.  A motion was made and seconded that requests for a waiver of the U-11 small-sided policy would be upon the approval of the Registrar.  The approval would be based, in part, on whether the team had other playing opportunities.  Motion carried.  In addition, Mike brought to our attention an item on the MSYSA website and restrictions not being addressed on MD tournaments.

Regional Commissioner Reports – No new applications for club affiliations.

Director of Coaching:  Graham reported on the many coaching courses being offered, including the National Youth License recently completed in Westminster and the National C license course scheduled in August at the Maryland SoccerPlex. Graham also reported on the DDP play days.  The DDP boys are scheduled for a trip to Scotland in August.  A DDP girls team will travel to Barcelona, also in August.
Marketing Director:  Rob Smith reported on the publicity gained at the MD Cup, and an article from the Gazette he had emailed to Board members.  Rob reported that there are problems reaching our membership with only approx. 6,700 email addresses on hand with a membership of over 45,000.  The possibility of a four-page newsletter to be mailed to all MSYSA households was discussed, which would include items of interest to all segments of the MSYSA membership.  Mike Basileo mentioned that he would be able to add additional email addresses from the database.  Motion was made and seconded authorizing Rob to work on preparing a one time newsletter mailing to go out in early September with information on MSYSA activities and events in the fall and winter.
Rob reported on the need to start planning the 2008 NSCAA/MSYSA Workshop by the end of July, in addition to a site visit with NSCAA officials when they have their site visit and Board meeting in Baltimore in late July.  Rob will put together a proposed plan for the Workshop and meet with NSCAA when they are in Baltimore.
Risk Management:  Mike Sidlak absent.

Other Business:  Malcolm Grenado reported on the success of the first DDP play days.  He also noted, from personal experience, the value of the foreign as a great learning experience for the players.
Old Business:  A motion was made and seconded to discontinue the U-12 boys and girls MD State Cup in 2008, since this age was now small-sided and considered more developmental in nature.  After a lengthy discussion, a vote was taken and the motion passed unanimously.

Good of the Game:

Final DDP play date is Saturday, June 23 at the Polo Grounds in Poolesville.

It was pointed out that foreign coaches with licenses need proof of certification in order to receive satisfy the MSYSA “E” license requirement.
Mike Basileo noted that at the recent WAGS meeting a proposal to accept club passes issued for U9, U10 and U11 teams was not adopted.

Meeting adjourned at 9:35 p.m.
