Minutes of the Executive Board Meeting
May 16, 2007
MSYSA Office, Millersville, MD

Present:  Ben Neil, Louise Waxler, Jeff Hess, Mike Basileo, Regina Clapp, Cliff Walcott, Mark Molloy, Rich Edgar, Linda Norton, Mike Sidlak, Jack Barnold, Colleen O’Neill Yanchulis

President Ben Neil called the meeting to order at 7:02 p.m.  The previous Minutes were approved as written.
President’s Report:  Ben announced a new MSYSA Program Administrator had been selected and introduced Malcolm Granado to the Executive Board.
Exec. Vice President:  Louise had nothing to report at this time.

1st Vice President:  Arlene Rodway absent, attending MSYSA MD Cup game.

2nd Vice President:  Jack Barnold reported on the ODP program.  Both Boys’ and Girls’ ODP administrators provided written reports.  Jack added there will be an ODP camp in Kurtztown July 11-14 for players born in 1995.
3rd Vice President:  Cliff Walcott reported on the idea of putting together a questionnaire for the DDP families.  Cliff also met with Graham regarding coaching courses.

Treasurer’s Report:  Jeff Hess presented the monthly financial statement and noted that the payments made for ODP and DDP tryouts, State Cup entries and ODP fees through the on-line system cannot be entered in the system and therefore are not shown on the statement, but have been deposited.  This will be corrected when the accountants come in for their next quarter review.  A discussion followed concerning finances and the process for entering deposits for of on-line payments.  It was thought a part-time bookkeeper might be needed to assist with the bookkeeping aspects of the MSYSA office.

Registrar:  Mike Basileo reported the 2007-08 ADG registration is turned on.  There is a list of 80+clubs that are primary users.  Mike said ADG is still working on improvements.  There is a problem bringing up the list of recreation players due to the fact that there are presently three different databases containing the needed information.  More communication with the recreation players is needed and if we could merge the databases, we might be able to reach out to the recreation community more often.
Marketing Director:  Rob Smith has been charged with coming up with a proposal of how to capture the recreation players to better communicate.  Rob also reported proposal discussions with Chris Wysile, Executive Director of Marketing for NSCAA, on the 2008 NSCAA/MSYSA Workshop and the need for us to put a program together.  We will have four meeting rooms, will participate on a youth soccer panel presentation and have a 10’ x 10’ exhibit booth.  A motion was made and seconded to approve the proposal for the 2008 Workshop with the details pertaining to exhibitors to be worked out at a later date.  Motion passed.

Affiliations:  Two applications were presented for affiliation:  Ballistics Soccer Club (Eastern Shore) and Cape St. Claire Recreation Council (Central East).  After a discussion, a motion was made and seconded to accept both as MSYSA affiliates.  Motion carried.

 Director of Coaching:  Since Graham was out of town on coaching business, Jerry gave a short report of the upcoming E courses, D and National Coaching courses.  MSYSA is hosting a National Youth License Course at Carroll Community College in Westminster from May 29 – June 3.  Twenty coaches have signed up.  MSYSA will also be hosting a National “C” License Course, August 4-12, at the MD SoccerPlex in Germantown.  A large number of “E” courses are scheduled throughout the next three months, to provide opportunities for travel coaches to meet the MSYSA license requirement.
Risk Management:  Mike Sidlak reported that with over 200 coaches have used the MSYSA background check process administered through NCSI.  There have been no “Red Lights” for coaches going through the MSYSA process.  Mike reported that there have been a couple of instances where coaches going through a club’s process with NCSI have received a “Red Light”.  Mike explained that if a Red Light does occur, the person has the right of appeal.  He also advised that MSYSA needs to be sure that a club is using the same criteria as MSYSA with NCSI and that their appeal process is adequate.  There was then discussion as to how MSYSA should handle a situation where a coach received a “Red Light” through a club process and how it could assure that such a coach would not simply go to another club which did not require background checks.  Mike will speak with NCSI as to whether there is any procedure for sharing of information with MSYSA when a “Red Light” comes up pertaining to a club coach.  It was also decided that we need advice from an attorney regarding our exposure.
President Neil then adjourned the meeting to go into Executive Session at 8:30 p.m.

The meeting resumed to the regular session at 10:40 p.m.

Unfinished Business:

· Equipment Supplier – Motion was made and seconded to accept Soccer America as the equipment supplier for MSYSA.  The vote:  6 in favor; 5 opposed; 1 abstention. Motion carried.

· Small Sided League Play for U-11’s – Mike Basileo reported that he had received communication from a couple of teams which wanted to play in out of state leagues which still played 11 v 11 at U-11.  Discussion followed as to whether this would be acceptable.  The Board decided that such requests would be considered and possibly granted where it could be shown that the out of state league was the only practical option for a particular team.  Teams would have to submit a written request for a waiver with justification of why it should be permitted to play in an 11 v 11 league

· 8 v 8 State Cup - Competitive vs. Developmental intent.  The agenda item will be tabled until the next meeting, when Arlene Rodway, Cup Director, is present for discussion.

· Update of Inner City Soccer Program – Matt McErlean presented letters to Chris Van Hollen, House of Representatives, and discussed next steps toward becoming a pilot program for the inner city soccer program.

New Business:

· AGM – All Board members asked to be present at 3:00 to assist with registration, etc.

· The proposed budget was presented.  A motion was made and seconded to accept the proposed budget.  Motion carried.

· Ben announced that Rick Aleshire had resigned his Board position effective tonight.  Ben asked for nominations to fill the vacancy.
Good of the Game:

Colleen O’Neill Yanchulis and Pam Yerg will represent MSYSA in TOPSoccer.

Ben Neil is now the Head Women’s Soccer Coach at Essex Community College.

Rich Edgar mentioned the ODP boys who have achieved National and Regional recognition.
