MINUTES

MSYSA Executive Board Meeting

December 20, 2006
President Ben Neil called the meeting to order at 7:05 p.m.  The meeting was held at the Maryland State Youth Soccer Association office in Millersville, MD.
The Minutes of the last meeting were approved with one correction.

President’s Report:  
Ben reported on the proposal for an Internet “Mall,” a unique fundraising idea wherein MSYSA would receive 3.3% of the gross online sales. Region 1 is considering the proposal, but Ben would like MSYSA to consider the proposal regardless of what Region 1 decides.  More information at the January meeting.  Ben also mentioned that WAGS is sponsoring a Positive Coaching Association session at the MSYSA Workshop.  Ben mentioned that the 2007 AGM would be held on Sunday, May 20, at the Columbia Hilton.

Mike Sidlak reported on Freestate Soccer and their risk management program.

Exec. V.P. – Louise Waxler reported on a conference call with Region 1 Director, Bob Palmeiro.  The agenda item was the approval of Jay Hoffman as the new Region 1 Boys Head ODP Coach.
1st V.P.:   Arlene Rodway reported on the MD Cup, that 126 teams have applied to date, with 27 days before the deadline.
2nd V.P.:  Jack Barnold provided a written report, noted there were 250 girls signed up for the 1994 ODP tryouts, and mentioned that the tryouts were very organized.  Head Girls ODP Coach Dave Tenney is leaving to take an MLS coaching assignment in Kansas City.  Discussion focused on a replacement for Dave. Herb Gainey was approved as Head Girls ODP Coach.  Jack made a proposal that the Boy’s and Girl’s ODP Head Coaches be given a $500.00 travel stipend as reimbursement for the additional travel they do associated with attending all tryouts and the age group training sessions.  Motion was made, seconded and unanimously approved to accept Jack’s proposal.
For Dave’s years of service, it was decided to present Dave with an engraved clock as a keepsake and thank you from MSYSA.  
3rd V.P. – Cliff Walcott reported on the MSYSA First Annual Indoor Cup to be held December 29 and December 30 at the MD SoccerPlex in Germantown.  A few additional teams are needed in a couple of age groups.

Mandy Bishop reported on the Talbot Cup, saying that it went well with Graham and Jerry in attendance.  On the same weekend, Mandy went to the Kohl’s Cup in St. Mary’s County.  There were 48 recreation teams in the tournament (8 from Montgomery County).

Treasurer’s Report – Jeff Hess provided a P/L Statement for the current and previous FY through December 15.  A number of fluctuations between the current and previous year were noted by Louise Waxler.  Jerry will review and provide explanations to  Jeff Hess.
Registrar’s Report - Mike Basileo reported working with ADG on more issues, with a follow-up call tomorrow evening.
Regional Commissioners Reports:
Rich Fabrizio – Presented an affiliation request from FC Rockville.  The application was incomplete due to the absence of a list of officers.  Motion made to approve this club for MSYSA membership pending submission of list of officers.  Motion approved.

Mark Molloy – Reported planning a DDP meeting in January with Gary Lynch.
Additional ODP Reports – In addition to the written reports, Debbie Dooley mentioned that the names of the girls who make the ODP team/pool will be posted on the website, in addition to coaching feedback.  Brock Yetso will be stepping down as Girls ODP Goalkeeper coach, and being replaced by Matt Gibson and Nicki Resnick.  The month of March there will be a girls coaching symposium, in addition to U-12-U-14 mini camps.
Colleen Yanchulis O’Neil reported on constructive feedback regarding the Boys ’94 tryouts.  

Director of Coaching:  Graham Ramsay reported on a Region 1 coaches meeting in Delaware and plans for the D courses on the Eastern Shore between Christmas and New Years.  In addition, Graham also reported on a DDP Meeting and the recreational tournament in Easton.

Jack acknowledged that Russell was working with a Division 3 team with 1992 players. The Board noted that this would be a violation of the MSYSA ODP Policy.  Therefore, the Board was willing to approve Russell as an ODP coach, but only if he was assigned to an age group other than 1992.  

Exec. Director’s Report:  
· Jerry noted that the games in the Indoor Cup would take place on Friday, Dec. 29 from 12:00 to 4:00 pm and on Saturday, Dec. 30, from 1-8:00 pm
· Jerry also noted that the current sponsorship agreement with Admiral expires on August 31, 2007.  He reported that he has prepared a Request for Proposal for a new equipment sponsor and it has been sent to a number of interested companies.  Meetings with these companies are being arranged at the NSCAA Convention in Indianapolis.

Good of Game – Louise invited everyone to a reception at the NCSAA convention in Indianapolis and mentioned that John & Maureen Hendricks will be honored with an All-America award.  In addition, Louise mentioned the Kicks tournament will be held on April 14th at the MD SoccerPlex.  Also, the Kicks benefit event will be hosted at a venue in Santa Margarita, California, at a high school boys tournament.
