President Ben Neil called the meeting to order at 7:03PM.  Correction was requested to correct the spelling of Rich Frabrizio’s name.  Minutes were approved.
Exec VP - Louise Waxler - The 12th annual Kicks for Cancer tournament is schedule for April 12, 2008.  14 division 1 women’s college teams are schedule to participate and a Region 1 team.  Need  one more youth team.  There will be a Soccer Mom’s camp held at noon in Charlotte’s & Robin’s name.  Louise thanked MSYSA for their past support and look forward to our continued support.  

Motion was made by Arlene Rodway to contribute $3500 to Kicks.  Motion was second.  Bob Deegan amended the amount to $5000.  Amendment was second by Cliff Walcott.  The amended motion was past unanimously.
The paperwork for the Recreation tournament scheduled for June 14, 15 has been completed.  

Several events scheduled at the Soccerplex:
March 2nd 11-2 – Region & Soccer Plus goalkeeper clinic at the Soccerplex.  (U16 girls)

March 26th – 6 -8:30 - SAM – hosting NSCAA parent coach diploma (coach players ages 4-5) - $45.00.

Damascus Soccer Club is holding a regional diploma course at the Soccerplex as well.
1st Vice President – Arlene Rodway – Md. Cup update – all fields in place for 1st, 2nd and 3rd rounds.  Schedules should go out first week of March.  
2nd Vice President - Linda Norton – Absent – Ben gave the following report in Linda’s absence.  
Player development – Argentina – Keith has collected the money.  The last check will be going out.

The Scotland trip is lined up.  Eric McAleer has also set up the Denmark trip for two of the girls ODP teams). 

ODP National Tournament – Rich will be representing MSYSA.
Trips – if we want an RFP they need to be done now for next year.

DDP - is sending one team of girls and one team of boys.  Send ODP coach with the DDP teams to Scotland.  The coaches can encourage the players to go on to the next step of development.

Bill begins either March 10th or the 17th.  Not on our payroll until his start date, he is already doing some coaches training.

3rd VP - Cliff Walcott – Top Soccer – USYSA Convention – attended 2 of the 3 sessions.  Need someone to handle state wide.  Only Top Soccer Program is located in the Potomac area.  Suggest we actively find someone who can take this and run with it.
Soccer Start – reaching out to all areas not just inner city.  Region 1 has money available for such programs. 
Treasurer - Bob Deegan – The spread sheets have been emailed to board members.  Bob intends to continue emailing his reports to everyone prior to our board meetings.  Please look over any discrepancy or questions contact Bob.
Registrar – Mike Basileo – Attended the USYSA workshop registrar meeting.  There was a discussion for a common form and procedure for permission to play in another state assoc.  They are considering the universal approach that the insurance be paid by the State of the receiving association.  The Committee will go back up to US soccer and get a policy mandate.  
ADG – State cup set up as a parallel with the existing system.  System will also be use to set up DDP. ADG User group meeting was held while in Pittsburg with 8 or 9 states gave an up date what is being updated.

Issue – a tournament director doesn’t want to accept recreation player pass from Virginia player.  Some tournaments will allow recreational players to bring a birth certificate instead of a player card.  Need a policy for travel tournament that they provide a birth certificate.

Regional Commissioner - West – Scott Eslick - Affiliation application was received from Mount Airy Soccer Club– Scott reported they meet the States criteria.  Scott made the motion to accept them into MSYSA.  The motion was second by Mark Molloy.  Motion passed.

Regional Commissioner – North - Mark Malloy – DDP kickoff meeting was held.  Decision made to begin DDP April 7.  They will hold 10 sessions.  Play dates will be held in Hagerstown and Severna Park.   He will also ask Bill Stara for curriculum recommendations.  The registration will be opened shortly.  

Coaching Education – Mike Sidlak – 3 courses were held in February. 
Mike Sidlak made a motion that MSYSA is not obligated to pay any fees for coaching education for ODP & DDP coaches.  Motion was second by Scott Eslick.  Motion passes.

State Youth Referee Administrator - Joe Rieck – Attended the session for mentoring and retention of referees at the USYSA workshop.   They didn’t get much out of the session that they didn’t already know.  Hoping Rob Faraday will take on the mentoring program for young referees.  

Director of Marketing – Rob Smith – Presented the 2008 workshop summary report.

Final financial results from the MSYSA workshop will be finalized in the next week or 10 days and will be given to Bob & Ben.
