MINUTES

MSYSA Executive Board Meeting

Wednesday, February 15, 2006
President Ben Neil called the meeting to order at 7:10 p.m.

The Minutes of the last meeting, January 18, were reviewed.  Motion made and seconded to approve the Minutes as amended.
Board Members Present:  Ben Neil, Arlene Rodway, Linda Norton, Jack Barnold, Jim McGoldrick (conference call), Mark Molloy, David Gould, John Rupp, Louise Waxler, Mike Basileo, Gene Whitney, Mike Sidlak, Jeff Hess and Colleen O’Neill Yanchulis.

President’s Report:  President Ben Neil reported that he had received resignations from Leon Reed, (3rd Vice President, Recreational Programs) and Ray Fairgrieve (Southern Regional Commissioner).  Ben presented the names of Cliff Wolcott (3rd V.P.) and Rich Edgar Region Commissioner – South) to fill the vacated positions.  Motion made, seconded and approved to fill the vacant positions with Cliff Wolcott and Rich Edgar.  
U12 Boys Eastern Shore Request:
Visitor Matt Schmitt, U12 Boys Eastern Shore, approached the Board on an appeal for an exception to the rule that 50% of the players on a U-12 roster must actually be U-12 players.  His team has a high percentage of U11’s on the roster, 66% (12 out of 18 are U11’s).  Discussion ensued regarding adding additional true U12 players.   After more discussion, a motion was made and seconded to support the appeal for roster exception for Cup play.  Motion passed with 1 abstention.
Exec. V,P:  Jim McGoldrick reported via conference call on the Workshop that was held on Saturday, January 27th, 2006 at the Baltimore Arena.  Constructive feedback for next year:  The Baltimore Blast will be handling the inter-actives.  Ray Greenberg, NCSL President, would like to add more referee classes.  Jim reported that we need more vendors.  WAGS mentioned they will provide a speaker.  The Vendors next year will have an opportunity to stay open upstairs during the Blast game.  We need more Board members to assist with the goody bags on Friday night.  Jim reported all in all, the sessions and speakers were good.  

The AGM – Sunday, May 21, at the Columbia Hilton at 4:00 p.m.  Mark Molloy is chair of the Nominating Committee.  Nominations for Coach and Volunteer of the Year awards are also needed.  A decision for these nominations needs to be made at the March meeting.   Open positions:  Exec. VP, 2nd VP, 3rd VP, Sec, East, West, Central West and 2 At-Large

1st V.P.:   Arlene Rodway reported the Cup Draw will be held on March 5 at DuBurns Arena from 10:00 a.m. to 6:00 p.m.  Arlene reported having sufficient fields with 286 teams (U12-U18) applying for the MD Cup (10 more teams than last year).  Cup Draw schedule will be out on Friday and posted on the website.
2nd V.P.:  Jack Barnold reported that the 1990 girls and boys ODP teams are preparing for the ODP National Championships in Texas.  Jack will be attending the Tournament as the State Rep.
Treasurer’s Report:  The Treasurer’s report was reviewed.  Motion made and seconded to accept the Treasurer’s report.
Registrar’s Report:  Mike reported on a general MD-VA form travel and will give to Kay McGoldrick to take to Texas, as Kay will be attending in Mike’s place. 
ADG:  Gene Whitney reported that we are scheduled to go live with ADG on March 15.

Affiliation Request:  Southern Maryland FC Greater  Experience Soccer Club.  Their application omitted a few addresses, but otherwise their paperwork seemed to be in order for a travel club to request affiliation. After some discussion, motion made and approved with 3 opposing votes and 2 abstentions to accept the club for affiliation.
Commissioner Reports:  
Mark Molloy, North Regional Commissioner, reported that Gary Lynch has scheduled a coaches’ meeting on February 20.  Mandy mentioned that Dale Quisgard will be returning as DDP Administrator.  Colleen reported missing the meeting with Mandy, that there is movement among the coaches, and she is going to get caught up.
Boys and Girls ODP:

Jen Pagliaro reported on Boys ODP practice fields at the Naval Academy, Boys & Girls Sports Park in PG County, and Johns Hopkins.  There are friendly matches scheduled at WVU February 26.  Deadlines were met on Friday for the ODP National Championship.  Practice schedules have been received.  Admiral will supply shirts to wear during the event.  The ‘91 trip to Brazil is going to fill.  The 89’s have a few conflicts with the date and the 93’s have 21 players signed up to attend the Scotland trip.

Debbie Dooley reported on Girls OCP and having outdoor training sessions at Covenant Park.  Flights for Texas are confirmed and practice times received.  The girls will be going to WVU on February 25th.  A parents’ meeting was held and fees were collected.  The Coach’s Symposium was held on Fitness.  Dave Tenney is making a great reputation in Region 1.  The ‘89 girls are going to participate in the Kicks Against Breast Cancer tournament on April 9th.  Debbie mentioned the ‘91 girls have signed up 21 players and three are on the waiting list for the Brazil trip. Mondays are ODP practices.  Monday nights during the winter are optional.  Wed. GK practice.  The original policy was that ODP would take precedence before March, but when there is a conflict, it is at the player’s discretion.  Jack Barnold reported that this is stated in the newly updated ODP Policy manual.
Director of Coaching:  Graham reported on a successful D Course, and Dave Tenney’s fitness workshops.  One is planned for Covenant Park and one in the western part of the state. Soccer Star system was discussed and the possibility of using it across the state in the DDP program.  The main thing is that information be on the website and the coach can direct the player to the site for practice ideas. Graham reported on a meeting in Urbana last week and would like Paul Sparks, head coach at Frederick Community College, to be the Head West DDP coach.  
Coaching Committee:  
Reconvened this evening.  The committee will move forward by identifying the coaches, what their needs are, who the customers are and identify their needs.
New Business:

Louise Waxler, now president of the NSCAA, reported on recent legislation and the elimination of high school teams playing college teams and visiting colleges.  Louise said that this will probably pass.  High School age teams cannot play on campus, but off campus ok.  There are now 14 scholarships for women’s soccer.  Much discussion ensued regarding clarification of training. Louise will get the exact wording of the new rule.  
Louise reported over 9,300 people attended the NSCAA convention, 3,000 more attendees than last year.  There were 1,200 $10.00 youth coaches present as well.  Next year, the second weekend in January 11-14 the national coaches convention will be held in Indianapolis.  The following year, it will be back in Baltimore.

Risk Management:  Mike Sidlak requested that he would like to see Risk Management posted on the website.  Mike asked if we could send an email to all club presidents, asking for a risk management rep. from each club.  Mike’s request was tabled to the next meeting.  

Mike mentioned using the services of Rap Sheet (Harford uses E-Sports).  We need to get an appropriate bid.  The State will submit the vendor with the background statement and that it gives the state the right to do the background check.  However, we first must find a vendor.

Unfinished Business:  
The $10 tournament fee needs to be discussed further.  Louise, Jeff, Gene and Linda will meet with conf. call and bring recommendations to the Board.
Other New Business:

(1) Linda mentioned updating website.

(2) Louise reported on Kicks for Breast Cancer and mentioned five tournaments this year.  The ACC Women’s Tournament is now a Kicks event.  April 9th will have Men and Women playing this year. Fields 4-7 at the SoccerPlex will be used.  Marcella offered to NASOA founder’s wife died recently of cancer.  Soccer Rhode Island is running a tournament as well.  Fox Soccer is going to televise MD men vs. DC united reserve team to play at 7:00 and 5:00 VA vs. Freedom Reserve team.  Would MSYSA like to be one of the sponsors.  Louise believes this TV time would take the tournament to the next level.

Motion made and seconded to donate $5,000 to the Kicks event for TV costs.  Discussion about the marketing possibilities and what we would get for our donation ensued.  Motion made and approved with one abstention to donate the $5,000.
MSYSA/Ben will negotiate with Fox Soccer to ensure proper exposure for our donation.  

New Business:
Jerry reported the Old Timer’s Bull Roast will be held on March 11th.  We were asked to mark our calendars for the May 12th Hall of Fame banquet.  We need candidates for coaches and volunteers of the year awards.
Good of the Game:  
Jeff Hess reported that Greater Harford SC was having a benefit game on April 1st with the Towson women playing Loyola at Harford CC. Donation of one can of food will be the admission price.  He also announced that Greater Harford had hired Doug Williamson as its Director of Coaching.
Mike asked if we could do an MSYSA image posturing, to give Dave Tenney more visibility, both Regionally and Nationally.  It was suggested that he speak at Nationals.
