MINUTES
MSYSA Executive Board Meeting

Wednesday, January 17, 2007
President Ben Neil called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

The Minutes of the previous meeting were read and approved as amended.
President’s Report:  

· Ben announced that Keith Tabatznik has been appointed Region 1 Assistant Coach and Jay Hoffman Region 1 Head Coach.  

· Plans for are underway for an MSYSA Golf Tournament, the proceeds of which will form a scholarship fund – for players that need help.
· Ben called our attention to the American Red Cross Sports Safety Training flyer listing upcoming classes.  This course is a requirement for the D Coaching License.

· Virtual Mall – MD is prepared to move forward and has been cleared with Region 1.  Jerry will get the contract.

· Workshop – Need help from the Board.  A volunteer assignment sheet was handed out and each Board member was asked to fill in.  The Workshop will conclude with the Finals of the MSYSA Indoor Cup.

· Equipment Sponsor:  At the NSCAA Convention, Ben met with Adidas, Diadora, Score and High Five (the Admiral continuation) and issued requests for proposals to each.  A response is expected by February 1, before the next Board meeting.  It is Ben’s plan to review the responses to the RFPs in February, make a decision in March, and sign a contract in April.
· Regionals:  This year, the U19 age groups will not be penalized for not attending the parade.  There is a $500 fine for any other age group that isn’t present for the Parade of Champions.

Exec. Vice President:

Louise Waxler reported on the success of the NSCAA Convention, which was attended by over 8,000 people.  In addition, she reported on the presentation and award for the John Hendricks’ many years of dedication to the game of soccer.  Louise mentioned the sudden passing of Dino Vanoli, Assistant Freedom Coach.
1st Vice President:

In addition to her written report, Arlene reported on the MD Cup Draw, to be held at the Workshop in Room #101.
3rd Vice President:

In addition to his written report, Cliff reported on the First Annual MD Indoor Cup.  There were 45 travel teams and 7 recreation teams (two teams from Virginia).  The Finals will be held at the Workshop.
2nd Vice President:

Jack Barnold reported that there would be a switch in coaches, in order for Russell Payne to become an ODP coach, thereby avoiding any coaching conflict with his club team.  Dante Washington will take the boys ‘92s and Russell will take the boys ‘93s.  A resume of Tim Hogan was presented to the Board as a possible volunteer goalkeeping coach.  Tim plans to attend the C course this summer.  Motion was made and seconded that MSYSA will pay for the D license.  Motion passed.
Treasurer’s Report:

Jeff Hess provided a written financial report.  There was some discussion regarding the statements and a need for more accurate deposit information.  

Registrar:

Mike Basilleo reported on the new ADG system.  While there are some issues outstanding (i.e., no league access yet), the system is working reasonably well.

Regional Commissioners:

Ben reported that John Rupp – Eastern Shore – has resigned.  Graham is going to work on finding a replacement.

Central East - Colleen O’Neill Yanchulis reported that an administrator for DDP registration is needed for Central East.

Other Reports:

Girls ODP – Debbie and Barbara reported meetings with ODP parents regarding the International trips.  In addition, they are working on locating fields for outdoor practice.  Good news:  6 players made the National team and Joanna Lohman is going to China.
Boys ODP – Jen Pagliaro reported their parents meetings were well represented with respect to the International trips.  Boys ODP also looking for practice fields.

Director of Coaching:

Graham introduced Bruce Cochran, DDP Head Coach Central West.  Bruce presented an idea of an ODP reserve team in order to make the program more competitive, provide additional training, and would like to hold tryouts this year for a pilot program on Monday nights in Olney.  

Discussion ensued regarding the proposed pilot program.  It was noted there would be no financial increase; however, sliding players from ODP down to the reserve team was an issue.   A vote was taken to approve the DDP pilot program, but not to include sliding players this year.  Motion was made and seconded to approve the program.  There were 2 votes against, 4 abstentions.  Motion carried.
At this juncture, discussion on a process for future ODP proposals.  Motion was made and seconded for Graham and Jack to put together an MSYSA proposal process.  Motion carried.  Discussion ensued regarding “Lessons Learned” and there will be a process by August in time for the 2007 ODP sessions.  Motion was made and seconded.  The vote:    2 votes against, 2 abstentions.  Motion carried.

Risk Management:

Mike Sidlak reported on the Workshop Field Safety and Background checks and talked about “Darkness to Light” (sexual abuse).
Graham reported on the NSCAA distance learning for MD coaches and the need for a link of our website for a link to coaching education.

Marketing:
Rob Smith reported on the Workshop, that it is only 10 days away.  There will be 17 organizations exhibiting, with 15 paid exhibitors (same as last year).  Rob is planning to send out an email blast to DC United, the Blast and MSYSA about the workshop.  Discussion took place about the workshop, and it was decided there would be a post-workshop report.

Field Proposal:

Jeff Hess made a presentation on “Right of Use” of new fields in Harford County, and samples of turf field were passed out.

Executive Director:

Jerry reported needing goody bag items for the Workshop, and plans for loading workshop items from MSYSA to the Mariner Arena Friday morning and stuffing the goody bags Friday night at 6:30.  Jerry noted we are also in need of silent auction items.

Regina Clapp, NCSL League Representative, was thanked for coming to the meeting.

The meeting then adjourned to Executive Session.
