Minutes
MSYSA Executive Board Meeting

Wednesday, July 19, 2006

Executive Vice President Jim McGoldrick called the meeting to order at 7:05 p.m.
Board Members Present:  Jim McGoldrick, Mike Basileo, Arlene Rodway, Linda Norton, Colleen Yanchulis, Larry Rockstroh, Mike Sidlak, Mark Molloy, Cliff Wolcott, Dave Gould, Jeff Hess, Louise Waxler, John Rupp, Rich Edgar, and Ben Neil (attended after meeting called to order)

Board Members Absent:  Rich Fabrizio and Jack Barnold
Others Present:  Rob Smith, Debbie Dooley, Jerry May, Jen Pagliaro, and Barbara Blandford

The Minutes of the previous meeting were read and approved.

Marketing:  Rob Smith presented a proposal for Marketing and Business Development for MSYSA.  Discussion ensued regarding communications, targeting and starting a new database with public relations (i.e., a public relations list of MD and DC publications covering high school soccer), identify local media and an awareness of MSYSA.   Rob went on with his presentation to include the January workshop, with increased attendance and vendor participation. He stressed that we need for plan far ahead, within the next 30-45 days.

Motion made and carried to accept Rob Smith’s proposal.

Tournament Approval: The tournament approval process includes having enough referees.  Since there are more instances where there are multiple tournaments on the same weekend, assuring adequate referee coverage is a greater problem.  Jerry May has been working with Joe Rieck, MD SYRA, to obtain assurance there are sufficient referees for all tournaments.  The next critical weekends will be in November when there are three major tournaments on the same dates (Bethesda, Thunder and Columbia)  Jerry and Ben will meet with the Referee Committee to discuss coordination of assignors for tournaments to assurance an efficient use of the referee resource.  
Jerry May distributed information from Life Lock, a company that offers identity theft protection.  Motion was made and seconded to refer the matter to Marketing and Risk Management.  Motion carried.
Referee Issues:  President Ben Neil reported that he has appointed Kevin Healey the MSYSA Youth Representative on the State Referee Committee.

Exec. VP:  Jim McGoldrick reported that the MSYSA Night at DC United was postponed due to lack of coordination.  DC United was remiss with timely information.
MD Cup:  Arlene Rodway reported there were 5 Regional Champions from MD (U14, U16 and U17 Boys and the two 8 x 8 U12 teams).   It was noted that on Friday, September 1, the University of MD would host UCLA (men) and Towson (women) in a double header.  It will be Maryland Youth Soccer Night and the five Maryland teams which won Region 1 Championships will be recognized during the evening.
Motion was made and seconded to donate $1000 for each team traveling to Nationals in Des Moines, Iowa.  Motion carried.

Treasurer’s Report:  Jeff Hess presented the financial report.  Motion made and seconded to accept the report.  Motion carried.
Registrar:   Mike Basileo reported that 60 of 100 clubs have access to on-line training for the new registration process.  With any new system, there are going to be glitches.  One of those that has come forward concerns independent teams, those that are not affiliated with an MSYSA member club.  Part of the concern is that some of these “independent” teams are not really “independent” but are associated with organizations which are not MSYSA members and do not register their players with MSYSA.  These teams simply want rosters so they can play in MSYSA activities.  Mike stated that under the old registration program, these teams could obtain rosters without any screening.  The new system will permit MSYSA to require evidence from teams who claim to be “independent” that they are not associated with a non-MSYSA member organization before granting access to the registration system.  However, Mike reported that time constraints would not permit this screening process prior to the fall season without severely hampering legitimate independent teams from getting rosters and cards.   As a proposed solution, Mike suggested that MSYSA provide access to the system to independent teams for the fall season, but that all teams claiming to be independent be informed that the must provide adequate evidence of their independent status prior to the spring season in order to be able to continue play in the spring.  Motion made and seconded to proceed as Mike proposed.  Motion carried.
Risk Management:  Mike Sidlak presented the proposed agreement with the National Center for Safety Initiatives (NCSI) and suggested all Board Members, ODP/DDP Coaches, Administrators and Chaperones have background checks processed through the system.  A motion was made and passed that all would submit to background checks.

Discussion ensued regarding the issue of a MD coach coaching a Delaware team.  In this instance, the coach will follow Delaware rules.  Motion made, seconded and passed.

Indoor Cup: Cliff Wolcott reported insufficient applications to hold the indoor tournament in July.  After discussion, it was decided to hold the tournament in the fall or winter for Recreation or possibly holding it during the Workshop.

Region Commissioners:   Central-East Commissioner Colleen Yanchulis asked the Board to provide some form of compensation to a local club which provided fields for the C-E DDP sessions at Provinces Park.  Motion was made and seconded to supply the club with 3 cases of paint and a lining cart as a show of appreciation.  Motion carried.
South Commissioner Rich Edgar reported that he will meet with Graham regarding the DDP program for 2007.

Motion was made, seconded and passed to approve the organizations for affiliation, subject to submission of certain minor information deficiencies.
Ratification was necessary due to lack of quorum from last month’s meeting for the following four clubs:

(4) Smithsburg Youth Athletics 
Motion made, seconded and passed to approve the four organizations.
Boys and Girls ODP:  Written reports were submitted.  A basic problem exists with respect to a lack of quality fields for practices.  In addition, more scholarship money is needed.

Coaching Courses:  Graham Ramsay is at the International Week at St. Mary’s College and could not attend the meeting.  Jerry reported there are approx. 33 coaches enrolled in the upcoming National “C” License Course.  Course instructors will be Lew Atkinson, Graham and Keith Tabatznik.  Mike Sidlak will be the instructor at an “E” Course with 31 coaches enrolled at Walkersville.  An “E” will also be held before the end of the month in St. Mary’s with Herb Gainey as the instructor.  Jerry also reported that the Dutch International Week went well at St. James and the Czech International Week is currently going well at St. Mary’s
Coaching Committee:  Mark Malloy reported that he was in need of a coach’s calendar of activities.  Jerry will supply this.

Old Business:  Discussion centered on the Conflict of Interest Policy, as discussed at last month’s meeting.  Motion made and seconded that effective September 1, the Board would sign such statements.  Motion carried.
