MINUTES

MSYSA Executive Board Meeting

Wednesday, June 21, 2006
President Ben Neil called the meeting to order at 7:20 p.m.

The Minutes of the last meeting were approved as amended (8-0, subject to majority vote).

President’s Report:  
· Ben reported on plans for a charity golf tournament, an event Eric McAleer has volunteered to chair.  The proceeds for this event will be used for a general scholarship fund.  After discussion, the golf tournament was moved and seconded.  Motion carried 8-0, subject to majority vote.

· Sale of Mailing List – MSYSA sells mailing list to bonded mailing houses for one-time use.  Only names and addresses re given.  The same information is also given to U.S. Soccer.
· ODP Manual – Ben reported he had sent the ODP Manual draft to Bob Jenkins at National Headquarters for feedback.

· Ben introduced Jim Hayner, author “Soccerhead: [An Accidental Journey into the Heart of the American Game]” who discussed his recently published book, while autographing copies for the Board members.  He asked that we put a link on our website.  Motion made and seconded to do this.  Motion carried 8-0, subject to majority vote.  

Exec. V.P:  Jim McGoldrick was absent.
1st V.P.:   Arlene Rodway reported on the Maryland Cup.  The MD State Cup Finals were held, and all winners will be going to Regionals in Virginia Beach, including the 8x8 U12 boys and girls.  Of the 22 teams attending Regionals, eight are from Bethesda Soccer Club.
2nd V.P.:  Jack Barnold (see previous discussion on ODP manual) – tabled for July meeting.  ODP administrators supplied written reports. 

Indoor Tournament – Cliff Wolcott reported the indoor tournament applications are slow arriving.
Treasurer’s Report – Jeff Hess absent.  The Treasurer’s report was in the form of a written handout.
Registrar’s Report:    Mike Basileo reported on the new registration process with ADG, training sessions and updates on the website.  Mike also reported that many clubs now have access to the new system, and 21 have already had on-line training.
Affiliation Request – Ben reported MSYSA having received four requests for affiliation:
(1) Solo Soccer Academy

(2) Deer Park soccer Club

(3) Braddock Heights Soccer Club

(4) Smithsburg Youth Athletics

Subject to Executive Director Jerry May’s review, it was moved and seconded that these teams be accepted.  Motion passed 8-0, subject to majority vote.
Director of Coaching:  Graham was absent.

Risk Management – Mike Sidlak was absent.  Background check discussion will be tabled until the July meeting.
Conflict of Interest – Ben handed out sample statement forms from the NSCAA – discussion tabled until July.

US Club Soccer Insurance – Discussion of ensued of whether or not MSYSA should provide umbrella insurance coverage for MSYSA teams to attend US Club Soccer events.  This issue was brought up as New Business, but it was pointed out that there a committee formed a few years ago to look into this issue.  At that time, it was the finding of the committee that MSYSA would allow MSYSA teams to travel under the same insurance policy.  The issue was tabled until July meeting.
Unfinished Business: Thanks to Peter Wood, the Olney U-13B team agreed to play an alternate date for the U-13 MD Cup Final game.  The game was played in May to permit the Potomac Fusion to accept an invitation to play in an International Tournament hosted by French professional club, Paris St. Germain in Paris on the same weekend as the Maryland Cup Finals.  Potomac won the final and will advance to the Region 1 Championships.  Ben reported that when Region 1 asked states to provide a wildcard team for the U-12 8 v 8 regional tournament, he asked Pete Woods if his team would be interested.  Pete accepted and his Olney U-12 team will be going to the Region 1 Championships as a U-12, 8 v 8 wildcard. 
Good of the Game:  Colleen mentioned poor communication with the State office and cited several recent examples.  In particular was an ODP Camp.
Upcoming event:  NCSL will vote on U-12,  8 v 8  format.
