MSYSA Executive Board Meeting

Wednesday, May 17, 2006
President Ben Neil called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

President’s Report:  
· Ben reported on plans for the upcoming Annual General Meeting.  The information was mailed to all MSYSA clubs and affiliates.  ADG will make a presentation on Risk Management.  

· Election of MSYSA Officers – The election is uncontested.  The AGM will be held at the Columbia Hilton.  Board members are asked to arrive at 2:30 to assist with registration.  The meeting will begin at 4:00 p.m.  

· Ben introduced Rick Aleshire, the Western Region Commissioner-Elect, and welcomed him back to the MSYSA Board.

· DDP trip to Scotland for the ’93 boys and girls.  Tryouts will be held Saturday, May 20.  Cliff Wolcott will attend tryouts and the trip as head coach.  While there remains a candidate for a woman’s coach, Louise Waxler will attend the trip as the MSYSA representative.

· Rob Smith, invited guest, will respond to Colleen’s emailed questions during his presentation.

· Jim Haner, author of “Soccerhead: [An Accidental Journey into the Heart of the American Game]” will not be able to attend this evening; however, he will attend the June meeting.

Exec. V.P:  Jim McGoldrick had nothing to report at this time.
2nd V.P.:  Jack Barnold reported on the new ODP Manual.  Discussion centered on the wording of Head coach having an A or B license.  After more discussion, a motion was made and withdrawn in regard to acceptance of the new ODP Manual.
Jerry reported on recruiting violations at ODP training sessions.  There is no enforcement behind violations, and we had two issues.  Jack and Mark will meet and recommend a new motion at the June meeting.

Rob Smith Marketing
At Ben’s request for strategic planning, Rob Smith was invited to make a presentation to the MSYSA Board.  He proposed to bring a marketing plan to MSYSA, one that would enable MSYSA to become stronger and more visible in the state.  He also proposed a financial return for his services.  The plan as presented will be effective July 2006 through January 2008, with a 30-day written notice to cease and desist.  Rob will come up with a plan and budget, to increase revenue for existing MSYSA programs, including the workshop.  Colleen’s email questions were discussed and answered. Motion was made and carried to accept Jeff’s proposal.  

1st V.P.:   Arlene Rodway reported on the Maryland Cup.  The MD State Cup Finals will be held on June 4 at the SoccerPlex.  The U18’s will also be this same weekend, and the U19’s will be held at schedules permit.  Arlene also reported that we will have one boys and one girls U12 small sided teams to participate at Regionals.  The decision was to consult with the semi- finalists in those age groups to find volunteers to attend Regionals as small-sided teams.
Indoor Tournament – Cliff Wolcott reported the indoor tournament would be held at the MD SoccerPlex July 8-9 and would be called the “Maryland Indoor State Cup”.
Treasurer’s Report – Jeff Hess presented the financial report.  Motion to accept and file for audit was seconded and passed.  In addition, the AGM budget was presented.  There was discussion and questions on certain line items.  Motion made and seconded to distribute the budget to the MSYSA membership.

Registrar’s Report:    Mike Basileo – nothing to report.  
Affiliation Request

We discussed the request for affiliation application request by FC Everton.  Motion made and seconded to accept FC Everton as a new club affiliate.  Motion carried. 

Director of Coaching:  Graham reported that the “Soccer Star” video will be handed out to each DDP player, the DDP trip to Scotland in August, and E courses being offered. In addition, there will be a National C license course given by Graham in August.  Graham also handed out brochures for the International Soccer Camps this summer.  Graham also mentioned the German Embassy would like to get involved with MSYSA with a World Cup promotion at a reception on June 9th.
Risk Management – Mike Sidlak reported that Trish McDonnell, National Center for Safety Initiatives (NCSI) will be attending the AGM and will make a presentation.  While Mike would like everyone to be fingerprinted and background checked, a vendor has not been chosen at this time.  He suggested we adopt a Kid safe Program.  After discussion, a motion was made and seconded to announce to the membership that we would be processing Board Members, ODP Coaches and ODP Chaperones.  Motion carried.
ADG – May 8, an email blast was sent out to all club presidents, advising of the new system access and web-based training sessions.  Mike Basileo would like to address the membership at the AGM, underscoring the importance of this new system and required training.  

New Business:  Discussion centered on conflicts of interest.  Mike will follow up with a Conflict of Interest statement for the Board members to sign.
Boys and Girls ODP:  Written reports were presented.
Unfinished Business:  Jack Barnold would like any feedback or comments on the ODP manual, as he has plans for a two-week turnaround.
