Girls ODP:
The girls ODP teams have been alternating Wednesday nights at Owings Mills Indoor Sports Arena to get some training in.  The 87s, 89s, 91s, 92s will travel to Ashland, VA to scrimmage the VA ODP in a series of friendlies.  March 10-13th the 1987s are traveling to the National ODP Championship in Plano, Tx.  18 players and 3 parents have signed up for the 1989 Brazil trip, and initial deposits have been collected.

Registrar:
After the presentation of ADG’s new registration system, the registrars were on opposite ends of the spectrum regarding the system.  The more computer knowledgeable, the more they liked the system.  The Region I travel policy is still confusing.  The registrars meeting at the US Youth Soccer Workshop should be able to help the clarification of the issues.  At Mike Basileo’s recommendation, the tournament sanctioning in Maryland will continue to support the paper application.  Until US Youth Soccer and Region I has an on-line system, we will not go to it.  At Luca Pacilli’s recommendation at the MSYSA Workshop, if any of the clubs have any questions regarding the on-line system, we can direct then to him.  ADG will also put together a email presentation for the clubs to browse through.
Regions:
Mark Molloy asked about the direction of DDP in regards to the placement of players; whether the program is meant to carry all of the players and place them in training groups, or if true “try out” process.  Discussion about player eligibility for DDP was included in this question.  The final decision is that only players that are registered through an affiliated MSYSA club of league will be allowed to participate.  DDP is a member benefit of the MSYSA organization.  If a player is not registered through a club, then they must find a club to register through in able to participate in this program.
Coaching:
The national C coaching course has been sent to Chicago and we are now waiting for a response from the Coaching Education Department at USSF.  We would like to get at least 1 state D course (maybe 2) off before the C course would happen in August.  Eric McAleer has made the request to re-create the coaching committee.  He is looking to members and will hold a coaching committee meeting in Salt Lake City, if any one is interested.  Also, Graham Ramsay and Eric McAleer will meet with the Coaching Director of the NSCAA as an exploratory effort in creating a partnership between the two soccer organizations.

New Business:

Queen Anne Soccer Club has requested affiliation with MSYSA, this request was tabled until the next board meeting, due to the lack of a quorum.  
A committee had been formed from discussion from the January meeting about the insurance coverage for teams attending US Club Soccer events.  The committee consists of Linda Norton, Kay McGoldrick, Leon Reed, Bob Dengler, and Jerry May.  They reviewed the current practice that teams are only covered by our insurance if they are sanctioned US Youth Soccer events.  After review, the committee recommends to the MSYSA Executive Board that MSYSA extend insurance coverage to MSYSA teams participating in tournaments sanctioned by all US Soccer Federation affiliates (ie, US Club Soccer, AYSO, SAY and Y-league).  In their view, there was no greater insurance risk to deny coverage from MSYSA affiliates. Request was made to bring the recommendation to a vote.  The President asked for the Board to authorize a phone vote if an absent Board member could be reached to constitute a quorum.  The Board agreed.  Telephone contact was made with Leo Reed, who was included in the discussion by speaker phone.  After the discussion, a motion was made and recorded to accept the committee’s recommendation.  The motion was approved unanimously.

The following elected positions are open for nominations:  President, 1st Vice President – Maryland Cup, Treasurer, State Registrar, North Region Commissioner, South Region Commissioner, Central East Regional Commissioner, and 2 At Large positions.
