MINUTES

MSYSA Executive Board

April 20, 2005
It is the responsibility of each member league, club, and recreation organization to make copies of these minutes available to each of their teams and coaches.
President Mary Ann Kapcala called the Meeting to order at 7:10 PM.

The Minutes of the January, February and March meetings were reviewed.  A motion was made by Gene Whitney to accept the minutes, was seconded and passed unanimously.

The financial report was not available for review.
1st Vice-President:
The Cup is on!  Matches have been played and will continue with the location of the semi-finals and finals to be determined.

Registrar:
Mike Basileo recently visited the VYSA summit meeting.  They have approved the 22 man roster for U-17 and U-19 for Cup matches and club passes.  NCSL and WAGS are apparently waiting on MSYSA to see what path we will take before deciding on the larger roster for all matches.  Mike suggested a committee, led by the 2nd Vice-President, to investigate the impact a 22-man roster would have on teams and players.
Coaches:
The committee met and formed a plan for proceeding with the Coaches Education Path.  This includes marketing and educating the members of what is available, refining the program to set the number of courses per year, and developing a stronger relationship with NSCAA.

2nd Vice-President:
Attended the U-90 ODP scrimmage against Delaware at Johns Hopkins and had discussions with Keith Tabatznik regarding his plans for the Boys ODP program.  Plans are to attend as many scrimmages, play-days and mini-camps as possible to become more familiar with the coaching staffs and programs.

Secretary:
With the approval of Jack Barnold as 2nd Vice-President by electronic voting, the position of Secretary has become open.  Upon volunteering for the position, a motion to accept Linda Norton as the new Secretary was made by Arlene Rodway, seconded and passed.  Linda will complete the remainder of the term for the next year.
Girls ODP:
Outdoor training has been ongoing on Mondays since the start of April in Howard County.  Two players are presently at the U-15 National camp in California, one is a member of the U-19 National team, five have been chosen to participate with the Region 1 team in an interregional tournament in Texas.  The 89’s head coach, Lynette Buffington, has been chosen for the Region 1 Staff.

Boys ODP:
Several reports were received regarding the boys’ trips to Brazil and Scotland.  All were very positive in the way the boys acted and played.  The teams are practicing on Mondays at several locations.  Three players traveled to Barcelona, Spain, with the U-15 Region 1 team, one player has been added to the U-15 National Team pool as a result of his play in Brazil.  A Region 1 tournament will be held in June over several weekends and Region 1 camps are scheduled for July for the various age groups.
As a result of the trip to Brazil, Keith Tabatznik has suggested several changes to the ODP Manual.  Jack Barnold will coordinate these changes with the other ODP personnel with the intent to present the revised manual at the next Board meeting.

DC United:
Dan Giffin presented the package to the Board of vouchers for DC United matches as discussed at the last Board meeting.  The decision on accepting this package is discussed later as new business.
Director of Coaching:
Graham presented a letter he sent to the Girls 87 ODP team congratulating them on winning the National Championship.  He also announced there will be a National “C” course held at the SoccerPlex July 30 through August 7.  We need a minimum of 28 “paid” attendees (22 minimum bodies to have the course).  To help those needing review, there will be a C-prep course at Sykesville on July 16-17.  There will be cost to those who received their D license through MSYSA.  Graham also discussed the Soccer Star program of on-line learning resources that he is investigating for use by our coaches.

Districts:
Central West announced that Bruce Cochran and Malcolm Lawrence are in charge of the boys and girls DDP programs.  ODP has expressed interest in several CW players.  North announce there were 116 players signed on for DDP – approximately 2/3 boys.  Workouts are going well.  Tom Rankin of the Central East has offered his resignation and will provide several recommendations as a replacement.

Old Business:
The situation with Frederick County Youth Soccer requires resolution.  MSYSA by-laws allow clubs with more than 75 players to affiliate on their own, rather than with the league in which they are members.  Last year FCYSL registered 200 less players than the year before and has not responded to inquiries as to the difference.  Some clubs have paid on their own.  FCYSL has responded they are only going to tell their recreation organizations to register themselves.  To date only 1300 players are registered through their organization.  Gene Whitney made a motion to notify the league that they are not in good standing with a copy to the clubs explaining the consequences of not affiliating and the need to show cause that they paid FCYSL to affiliate them.  The motion was seconded and passed with one abstention.

On-line registration has been proposed and was a topic of discussion at the AGM.  A discussion was held to add a line to the proposed budget for this package to include sponsorship (to reduce the costs).  Mike Basileo made a motion to add a line item to pursue a $5000 sponsorship.  The motion was seconded and passed.
A “tally sheet” of the items voted on by e-mail was discussed.  A motion was made by Gene Whitney to confirm the votes as received by e-mail on (1) the changes in 89 Boys ODP coaches, (2) approval of Jack Barnold as 2nd VP, (3) affiliation of QASC and LUYAA, (4) re-affiliation of IHYS, (5) approval of funds for Kicks Against Breast Cancer, (6) amendment to By-Laws of duties of the Treasurer, (7) Schedule of Fees for the AGM and (8) selection of Mike Basileo as Volunteer of the Year was made, seconded and passed.  The situation with FCYSL was already discussed.  The situation with the Gettysburg Tournament was discussed.  Insurance will not be denied to MSYSA teams participating, however the grievance against Gettysburg and EPYSA will be pursued with USYS.

New Business:
The affiliations of Shore Soccer League and Liberty Road Soccer Club were discussed.  Gene Whitney made a motion to accept both groups, the motion was seconded and passed.

At the USYS Board of Directors meeting, it was announced the U. S. Olympic Committee has informed USYS that the term “Olympic” cannot be used with regard to ODP.  From now on the program will be referred to as the “Elite” Development Program (EDP).  USYS will also pay for one America’s Cup per year per state association.  At all regional and national matches, there will no longer be a golden goal rule.  All will use the FIFA rules of overtime and penalties.

The decision on Coach of the Year will be determined by Executive Committee later tonight.

The contract with Admiral for EDP uniforms and equipment is due to be renewed this summer.  It was decided to hold discussions with them on an extension and investigate if there are others who might be interested in bidding.

Linda Norton made a motion to accept DC United’s voucher program for all players, both EDP and DDP.  The motion was seconded and passed.

Executive Director:
Jerry offered that there are six adjudication cases coming up and the committee is looking for volunteers to alleviate the load on the present committee members.  The Polo Grounds have acknowledged they are willing to allow soccer on the fields this summer and are 90% committed to next summer as well.  They only ask that the grass be cut, an existing shed be relocated and a gate repaired.  The Potomac and Bethesda clubs have expressed interest in using the fields.  Jack Barnold made a motion to have MSYSA take part in the expenses if both Bethesda and Potomac also agree.  The motion was seconded and passed.
It was suggested and agreed that the newly elected Board members be invited to the May Board meeting.

The meeting was adjourned at 9:20 PM.
