MINUTES

MSYSA Executive Board Meeting

Wednesday, April 19, 2006
President Ben Neil called the meeting to order at 7:10 p.m.

The Minutes of the last meeting were not available at this time.  Arlene Rodway, who took the notes in Linda Norton’s absence, will file the written report of the March meeting.

President’s Report:  Ben presented three proposed by-law changes:
· Election of MSYSA Officers & Directors – Proposed a specific time between election and when newly elected Officers and Directors take office to allow a more orderly transition of officers and Directors elected to the Board. Newly elected Officers and Directors would take office on the first day of the second month after the Annual Meeting, rather than August 1.
· Roster sizes – To conform the By-laws with US Youth Soccer policies permitting roster size of travel teams U-17 and older to have more than 18 players.
· Quorum at Board Meetings - In the absence of a quorum, MSYSA Board of Directors may conduct business and then accept email vote from members not in attendance. 
The MSYSA Board voted to recommend approval of the three proposed by-law changes to the Annual General Meeting on May 21.

Ben would like to offer the DDP teams the opportunity of foreign travel, and in particular would like to offer trips to the ’93 U13 boys and girls this August.  The motion was made, seconded and passed to allow foreign travel for these DDP teams.
NSCAA on-line certificate, Grade 12/G license.  This is a very basic G license, wherein there are 20 questions for parents to become certified.  The cost is $20.00 and MSYSA will receive $3.00.  Motion made and seconded to link to NSCAA for this certification.  Louise Waxler abstained from voting.  Motion passed.

Ben also reported on the Kicks Against Breast Cancer tournament and his appearance on the telecast of the tournament’s two premier games on Fox Soccer Channel.  He thought the telecasts went well with Dave Johnson (voice of DC United) and local sportscaster Ken Mease providing commentary and on site PA. Louise Waxler presented a DVD of the Public Service Announcement aired on the broadcast and created for MSYSA, without charge, by Blakeslee Advertising of Baltimore.  Ben pointed out that MSYSA owns the PSA and can use it at any time in the future to promote MSYSA. 
Exec. V,P:  Jim McGoldrick had nothing to report at this time.
1st V.P.:   Arlene Rodway reported on the Maryland Cup.  She noted the schedules are all out and asked for as many volunteers from the Board as possible to assist at all sites.  In particular, volunteers are needed at the Polo Grounds to assist with parking.
2nd V.P.:  Jack Barnold reported on Maryland’s success at ODP Nationals.  The winning trophies were presented to the State.
3rd V.P.:  Cliff Wolcott is working on the Indoor State Cup.  Cliff met with Tim Miller, who will be indoor tournament director for this event.  The proposed cost will be $50.00 for recreational teams and $100.0 for travel teams.  The venues are still being reviewed.  He noted there are two indoor fields at the MD Sportsplex.  Futsal rules will apply and possible tournament dates are July 8-9 and 15-16.  More at next meeting.
Treasurer’s Report:  While Jeff Hess was absent, a P/L report was presented. 
Registrar’s Report:    Mike Basileo reported ADG will be up and running around Mother’s Day, May 10-17 has been set aside for training for member clubs.  The site needs to be set up initially to configure.  Each club will be given a user ID and a password in order to set up registration on the site.
Commissioner Reports
Regional Commissioners:   Mark Molloy reported there were 224 DDP players in the North Region (110 training in Carroll Co., and 100 in Harford at John Carroll).  Colleen reported 75 DDP players in the Central East, a 30% increase over last year. However, most players are from the northern portions of Anne Arundel and PG counties and few from the southern areas of the counties.  Some discussion followed as to how best to serve PG County. 
Ben reported that the East Region Commissioner resigned, and proposed that the Board approve John Rupp to fill the vacant seat on the Board.  John has been serving as the Asst. Region Commissioner.  The Board voted to approve John as the East Region Commissioner.

Boys and Girls ODP:  Debbie Dooley/Barbara Blanford and Jen Pegliaro each filed written reports of the various ODP activities taking place, including the recent championships at the ODP Nationals in Texas.  As chaperones representing MSYSA, Rich Fabrizio and Jen Pegliaro reported on the girls’ Brazil trip and Linda Norton reported on the Scotland trip with the boys.
Director of Coaching:  Graham reported on the syllabus for DDP, “Soccer Star” video to be handed out to each DDP player.  Also, Graham mentioned that the German Embassy would like to get involved with MSYSA and a World Cup promotion.
Coaching Committee:  Mark Malloy reported that Graham put dates together for the D and E license courses and they will be on the website.

Mark reported on the nominations for the MSYSA election to be held at the AGM on Sunday, May 21, at the Columbia Hilton.  May 11 is the deadline for any others who would like to run for office.

New Business:  Ben mentioned that he would like to hire someone for strategic planning.  
January 27, 2007, is the date for the next MSYSA Workshop.  Plans so far have the Baltimore Blast to be involved, a Grade 9 Referee Course will be offered, as well as a G Coaching Course.
Risk Management:  Mike Sidlak recommended that all coaching candidates for D, E, and F licenses have background checks.  Discussion ensued, and as Jerry pointed out, there is a downside to passing the $25 background check fee on to new license candidates.  Jerry suggested bringing this up at the AGM, and Ben recommended that we invite a representative from Bollinger Insurance to our AGM.  
Unfinished Business:  Coaches of the Year.  After receiving excellent nominations, the Board voted to select Herb Gainey for Girls Coach of the Year and Pete Wood for Boys Coach of the Year.  These awards will be presented at the Old Timer’s Hall of Fame Banquet on May 12.  MSYSA will purchase two tables for guests and award recipients.
Greg Watson, State Referee Administrator, reported that there are only 1500 referees registered this year.  In a recent referee committee meeting, it was learned that NCSL does not want to pay cash on the field.  Watson mentioned that Ed Barrett is nominated for State Referee Assignor.
