MINUTES

MSYSA Executive Board

June 22, 2005

President Mary Ann Kapcala called the Meeting to order at 7:10 PM.

The Minutes of the April meeting were reviewed.  With some corrections offered, a motion was made by Mike Basileo to accept the minutes, was seconded and passed unanimously.

1st Vice-President:
State Cup was completed on Monday June 13th.  For a list of Champions, please visit the web site.  In addition to these teams, there are two Premier League teams going to the Region 1 tournament.  The tournament is being held at Virginia Beach from July 1 through July 5, 2005.

2nd Vice-President:
The DDP Play-Days will be held on June 25-26 at the Polo Grounds.  Upon completion of this effort, plans are to pole the participants of both the ODP and DDP to inquire how the programs can be improved, what was enjoyed and what needs fixing.

Registrar:
An e-mail will be sent to registrars and NCSL as well as posted on the website explaining how to prepare for the upcoming season if cards are needed prior to the issuing of the new program.  The existing program should be used without the Social Security Numbers.  It will mean some double work, but this cannot be avoided at this time.
Girl’s ODP:
The two youngest age groups did well in their tournament.  The 90’s are going on to the semi-finals.  The mini-camp for the 91’s and 92’s had an excellent response from the players.  Recommendations from the tournament include the use of hotel accommodations in lieu of dormitories at off-site locations.

Boy’s ODP:
Both the U-15’s and U-17’s advanced to Kirkwood for the semi-finals.  The same concerns with housing arose with the Boys as did the Girls teams.  Comments from the recent tournament have indicated the other states are seeing a noticeable improvement in the State’s teams performances.  Keith Tabatznik issued a report on the successes of the teams in the tournament.
Coaches:
No meetings have been recently held, however the committee is progressing on organizing a course list for the education of the state’s coaches.

Education and Training:

The D License Course to be held in Sykesville is full and the D Course scheduled for St. Mary’s is approaching the same status.  An E Course is scheduled for The Heights School in Potomac.  The C Course is still scheduled for the SoccerPlex in late July.

Treasurer:
The statement was issued to the Board.  It was suggested the DDP coaches’ fee entries be moved from the Salaries category to the Instructors category.
Districts:
The Play-Days for the upcoming weekend was reiterated.  The North held a pizza party for the players.  A question on the registration of White Marsh was raised.  The Board needs to follow up on this item.  The West has completed training and owes addresses of the member clubs to the office.  The South received rave reviews on their New Head Coach, who has now unfortunately resigned for personal reasons.  The South also has the D course coming up.  Ray Fairgrieve will take over as the new Commissioner.

Old Business:
Gene Whitney reported the contract with ADG has been signed and the kick-off meeting will be held by conference call in the immediate future.

Mike Basileo issued a report on the 22-player roster issues.  This is supposed to be for the good of the players, U-17 and older and is mandated for Cup teams.  The only flexibility the State has is this does not have to be adopted for other age groups.  Mike recommended we allow the leagues to decide for themselves and we adopt expanded rosters for the U-17’s and older league play.  The teams will need to identify the 18 players eligible for each match.  After some discussion, Mike then made a motion to accept the USYS policy for U-17’s and above for expanded rosters, without modification.  The motion was seconded and passed with one opposed vote.  Mike then made a motion to acknowledge USYS’ rule change for expanded rosters entered in the Cup.  The motion was seconded and passed with one opposed vote.  Mike then made a motion that the fee for expanded rosters be based on the approved schedule of fees for the base 18 players and an additional per player fee be assessed up to the 22-man maximum.  The motion was seconded and passed unanimously.

The contract with Admiral is in the talking stage and they want to continue with the State.  A letter was sent to Under Armor to see what additional products (non-competing with Admiral) they could provide.  An inquiry was received from Adidas, but was significantly less than what we receive now from Admiral.  After much discussion, Mark Molloy made a motion to open a competition including Adidas and others rather than extent the Admiral contract.  The motion was seconded and did not pass.  The motion was restated by Bill Oosterink to extend the Admiral contract for a year and then reinvestigate other possible suppliers for future consideration.  The motion was seconded and passed by a vote of 6 to 4.
The Strategic Planning Committee has been revived.  Two handouts were presented to the Board – one a PowerPoint ™ presentation on what the Committee presented last April, 2004, and the other a questionnaire for gathering input from the Board to proceed.

New Business:
Kathy Lesh has resigned from the Board prior to her replacement’ term starting.  There exist three open positions: 3rd Vice-President, Central East Commissioner and an At-Large member.  Mary Ann Kapcala made a motion to accept Louise Waxler as the new At-Large member.  The motion was seconded and passed unanimously.

Rich Fabrizio made a motion to accept the Hero’s Futbol Association into the State Association.  The motion was seconded and after discussion was passed unanimously.  Mark Molloy made a motion to accept the Aiman’s Army FC into the State Association.  The motion was seconded and after discussion was passed unanimously.

The match between DC United and Chelsea has been announced for Thursday, July 28th at FedEx Field.

The USYS Annual General Meeting will be held on July 30th in Orlando (at the Nationals).

Bill Oosterink brought up the problem of Classic Teams not having a close league to play in, especially in the South District.  This is being reviewed by the Board as concerns possibly starting a new league.

It was suggested the Districts be budgeted with funds to hold a “regional” meting once a year to allow the Commissioners and Board Members to meet with club representatives or others on their “turf”.

Good of the Game:
There will be a MSYSA Day at Six Flags on August 27th.  More information will follow.
The meeting was adjourned at 9:12 PM.
