MINUTES

MSYSA Executive Board

July 20, 2005
It is the responsibility of each member league, club, and recreation organization to make copies of these minutes available to each of their teams and coaches.
President Mary Ann Kapcala called the Meeting to order at 7:45 PM.

The Minutes of the May and June meetings were reviewed.  A motion was made by Jack Barnold to accept the minutes, was seconded and passed unanimously.

The financial profit and loss comparison was reviewed and acknowledged.
Girls ODP:
Dave Tenney reported that the girls were at their respective age group camps over the past two weeks.  Several have been chosen fo the regional pools.  The 90’s are going to ODP Nationals – congratulations to them.  A mini-camp was held the end of June for the 91’s and 92’s.  The Girls Head Coach from Penn State took part in the training.
Boys ODP:
All camps are finished.  A total of 28 players have been named to the Regional pools for the five age groups.  The administrator is still collecting some of the late fees.  It has been noted the ability to communicate with the ODP Regional coaches has improved significantly and has allowed our coaches to discuss players worth noting that were otherwise missed.

1st Vice-President:
Maryland had 8 teams in the USYS Regional semi-finals at Virginia Beach, with 5 teams advancing to the finals and 4 Regional Champions – U-12 Girls SAC United Premier, U-12 Boys Potomac Fusion, U-14 Boys Potomac Cougars and U-18 Girls Bethesda Excel.  Arlene Rodway made a motion to provide $1000 to each of the two older teams going to the Nationals.  The motion was seconded and after some discussion approved unanimously.  It should be noted this stipend is discussable each year, depending on the number of teams and distance to be traveled.  Mary Ann Kapcala also thanked the ODP coaches who attended many of the games at Virginia Beach, showing interest in our teams and support for their efforts.

2nd Vice-President:
The DDP play-days were held the last weekend in June at the Polo Grounds with surprising attendance considering the sweltering heat, with a great deal of success.  A “year-end” meeting is scheduled for August 2 for ODP and one on August 4 for the DDP program to wrap up and discuss the successes and areas needing improvement.
Coaches:
The committee did not meet this month but plans on restarting the effort in August.

Registrar:
The on-line registration system will not be used this year due to the late start in getting the contract finalized.  A kick-off conference call was held on July 7th with the ADG Program Manager and the committee.  Registrar training has be ongoing and will continue into August.  To date the resignations and new recruitments are close to breaking even.  The MSYSA travel policies were discussed and should be forwarded to all club officials ASAP to clear up the confusion.  Basically: Region 1 teams should be using a Travel Notification form, E-Travel form or USYS Application to Travel as prescribed by their state association for tournaments.  MSYSA will undertake the development of an on-line travel system.  Until completion of this module, MSYSA teams will continue to use the USYS Application to Travel for tournaments outside of the jurisdiction of MSYSA.
Referees:
Two of our referees, Debbie Coleman and Jasno Blight were chosen to represent the state at the Nationals.  Congratulations to their efforts.  The committee received positive feedback on the referees sent to the Regionals.  Registration for referees is starting for the 2006 season.  NCSL will use the STAR system for teams U-14 and below for the fall season.  A charter for the committee has been offered to the Board for consideration.

Education and Training:

There are 48 candidates for the C course upcoming at the SoccerPlex.  Approximately 20 coaches attended the C-prep course recently.  An E course is scheduled at the Heights School on August 20-21 and a clinic scheduled in Easton, also in August.

Districts:
Gene Whitney presented a motion to accept Pentaleague, a U-8, small sided league from Frederick as an affiliate.  The motion was seconded and approved unanimously.

Old Business:
The contract with Admiral/High Five was discussed.  The representatives of Admiral - Jay Hall and Jonathan Hayden (VP) mentioned the interest in continuing the relationship for the upcoming year.  They also noted the kudos heard at the USYS meetings and at the Regionals regarding the progress that the MSYSA ODP teams have made over the last year and the new respect and high regard now offered to Maryland.  The Board noted the quick turnaround on the shirt order for the teams at the Regionals and how sharp the teams looked.

New Business:
MSI Classic has decided to affiliate with US Club Soccer, based on a perception of a lack of response from MSYSA regarding registrar concerns.  In that Leon Reed, the MSYSA Treasurer is also the President of MSI, a discussion was held on this subject.  Jim McGoldrick made a motion to provide a vote of confidence in Leon’s efforts with MSYSA by the Board, which was seconded.  After further discussion, the motion was passed with 3 abstentions.  Gene Whitney suggested a letter be prepared to inform MSI Classic on the changes they will see as a non-sanctioned club with regard to insurance, legal support, etc.
Loiuse Waxler questioned a statement in the May minutes regarding NSCAA and their course offerings.  After discussion it was agreed she and the Coaches Committee should hold a separate discussion on this subject.

Good of the Game:
A celebrity golf tournament is being held by the Washington Freedom on August 1 at Turf Valley.  Also, the proposed match between the Maryland ODP 87’s and the Freedom did not materialize, however, thanks to the efforts of Louise Waxler and Dave Tenney for trying to set it up.

The meeting was adjourned at 9:14 PM.
