MINUTES

MSYSA Executive Board Meeting

October 18, 2006
President Ben Neil called the meeting to order at 7:05 p.m.  The meeting was held at the Maryland State Youth Soccer Association office in Millersville, MD.
The Minutes of the September meeting were approved.

President’s Report:  
Ben Neil reported receiving an email from Ken Boras thanking MSYSA for supporting a  3 x 3 tournament in Pennsylvania to raise funds for a player severely injured in an accident.  Ben also read a thank you note from Jim McGoldrick for remembrances during his illness.

Board Positions:  Ben announced that Larry Rockstroh had resigned as an At-Large member.  With Larry leaving the Board, Ben stated there were two At-Large positions vacant.  He offered Gary Schneehagen and Doug Schuessler from MSI to fill the two open At-Large board positions.  Motion was made and seconded to approve Gary and Doug for the open positions.  The motion was approved by a vote of 10 in favor with two abstentions. 

Gary Schneehagen will fill the position with a term expiration of August 2007; Doug Schuessler will fill the position with a term expiration of August 2008.

Ben mentioned that at 2007 Annual General Meeting, the following offices will be up for election:  President, 1st Vice President, Treasurer, Registrar, North, South and Central East Commissioners and two At-Large positions. 

1st V.P.:   Arlene Rodway reported meeting with the referees to discuss State Cup referee fees.  Arlene mentioned that there had not been an increase in Cup referee fees for five year.  The proposal is for a $10.00 per team, per game increase in State Cup match fees.  This was unanimously accepted.

2nd V.P.:  Jack Barnold presented resumes and names of ODP coaches for Board approval:  Drew Hoffman, Boys ’94 Assistant;
Danielle LaRoche – Girls’93 Assistant; 
Brianne Weaver, Womens coach at St. Mary’s College - Girls ’94 Assistant.  
One position on the ’92 boys staff is still open.

Motion made and seconded to accept the coaches for our ODP program.  
Jack noted that the boys and girls ODP written reports report that there are 220 Boys and 244 Girls registered for ODP tryouts.  
Jack reported that there are four ODP International Trips planned for spring of 2007.

The 1990 & 1992 boys will go to Argentina leaving Sunday, April 1, and returning Tuesday, April 10. The 1994 boys will go to Scotland or Holland.

The 1990 Girls will go to either Norway or Denmark and the 1992 Girls will be going to Brazil.  
3rd VP -  Cliff Walcott reported that the First Annual MSYSA Indoor Cup will be held December 29 and December 30 at the MD SoccerPlex in Germantown.
Treasurer’s Report – Jeff Hess distributed a current year-to-date financial report comparing this year to the previous year. He noted a significant decrease in Registration revenue from the same period last year.  Jerry May reported that the reason was later payment receipts from a couple of organizations.  
Registrar’s Report - Mike Basileo reported on working issues with the new on-line system with ADG, and discussed areas of improvement.  It was noted that Linda Craig has a new computer and printer and now has direct access to the new database.
Additional ODP Reports – In addition to the written reports, Debbie Dooley reported that the girls ODP is busy with registration and that tryouts are being planned for November and December.  It was noted that Joanna Lohman, a former MD ODP player is going to Korea with the Women’s National Team for a major International competition.
Jen Pagliaro reported the boys are also organizing tryouts with anticipated sites being the University of Maryland, Western Howard County and Covenant Park and pointed out that assessors are needed for the tryouts.

Director of Coaching:  Graham Ramsay reported there are two “E” license courses upcoming, to be held in Columbia and Middletown.  In addition, the traditional winter “D” Course will be held Dec. 27-30, in Easton.  Graham also reported that  Dave Tenney will present a repeat of last year’s very successful “Soccer Fitness Workshop” on December 9-10 at Georgetown Prep School in Bethesda.  Graham mentioned there is a three-week course being planned with Rudolf Psotta of the Czech Republic FA to be held in Prague.  Successful attendees will receive the Czech “A” license.
Coaching Committee – Mark Molloy reported on the DDP training sessions and the reestablishment of the Committee.  The following is the Coaching Committee intended action.
· Revitalizing the coaches education programs

· Update the website to include current information

· Details of International weeks – target market and costs involved

· NSCAA agreement – Acquire full commitment in January 2007 coaches convention

Risk Management – Mike Sidlak reported that he will attend a Risk Management Seminar at Bollinger Insurance on November 15.  In addition, Mike reported that several Board members and ODP coaches have not submitted the information for the required background checks. 
Marketing – Rob Smith handed out the MSYSA Media List.  He emailed to 400 different vendors and 100 potential vendors for the 2007 MSYSA Workshop.  In addition, in early November Rob plans another email blast to the potential vendor list detailing the costs for vendor booths.  MSYSA will also hold the MD Cup Draw at the Workshop.

Unfinished Business: 
· DC United tickets:  Motion made and seconded to purchase four post-season tickets.  Motion carried.  Motion made, seconded and approved to continue the purchase of four season tickets for the 2007 season.
· Motion made and seconded to contribute $500.00  to MACS (MD Association of Soccer Coaches) for the All-State games to be held at Broadneck HS on November 20.  Motion carried.

New Business -  Ben Neil presented for consideration whether MSYSA travel coaches should be required to have a coaching license in order to appear on an MSYSA roster.  Suggestion was that travel coaches should be required to have a minimum of an “E” license.  After much discussion a   Motion was made and seconded to require a minimum of an “E” license or the NSCAA equivalent (NSCAA Regional Diploma) for Head Coaches of MSYSA travel teams beginning with the Fall 2007 seasonal year. For first year coaches, the requirement will be extended to the end of their first seasonal year.  After further discussion, the vote was:  9 in favor, 3 opposed, 1 abstention.  Motion carried.
Good of the Game:  
· Jerry reported on that the TOPSoccer Fall Festival will be held Sunday, November 5, at Wootten HS in Rockville.  MSYSA has made a contribution to the event with T-shirts, medals and balls.  He also noted that former US Women’s National Team player, Carla Overbeck would be speaking at John Carroll HS on October 25.
· Louise Waxler noted that the ACC Men’s Soccer Tournament will be at the MD SoccerPlex beginning Wednesday, November 1.  The Finals will be televised at 1:00 on Sunday, November 5.  
· It was reported  that Howard County H.S. would be the site for the All Star Caribbean vs. African All Star game Friday night.

· Louise announced the Kicks Against Breast Cancer tournament will be held on April 21, 2007.
Meeting adjourned at 8:55, when the Board met in Executive Session.
