MINUTES

MSYSA Executive Board Meeting

September 20, 2006
President Ben Neil called the meeting to order at 7:15 p.m.  The meeting was held at the Dalesio’s Restaurant, 829 Eastern Avenue, Baltimore, MD, where we were guests of President Neil.
The Minutes of the August meeting were approved as amended.

President’s Report:  
· Ben reported that due to health issues, Jim McGoldrick had resigned as Executive Vice President.  Ben announced that he had asked Louise Waxler whether she would be interested in the position, as that would create an At-Large position vacancy which would be easier to fill.  He also announced that Linda Norton  had expressed interest.
After discussion, a vote was taken and Louise Waxler was approved by the Board to fill the unexpired term of Jim McGoldrick.

1st V.P.:   Arlene Rodway reported on planning for the 2007 Maryland Cup.  A meeting will be held with the referees representatives regarding fee structure for the referees and assignors. The two yellow card rule was discussed and whether it was overly punitive.  Motion was made and seconded to change the rule to three (3) yellow cards during the competition before a player would be required to sit out the next Cup match.  After further discussion, the motion was amended to also change the rule applicable to MSYSA sanctioned tournaments and make the cumulative yellow card rule consistent for Cup and tournaments.  The amended Motion was then approved.  As a result of this change, the applicable rule will now read:  “Any player who accumulates three (3) yellow cards during the State Cup or an MSYSA approved tournament must sit out the very next game that his/her team is to play in the State Cup or tournament.” 

2nd V.P.:  Jack Barnold absent – no report.
Indoor Tournament – Cliff Walcott presented a flyer for the MSYSA First Annual Indoor Cup, to be held December 30 (Recreation teams) or December 31 (Travel teams), at the MD SoccerPlex, in Germantown.
Treasurer’s Report – Jeff Hess absent – no report.  
Registrar’s Report:    Mike Basileo reported on the new registration process with ADG, and asked us to check the database for accuracy within our areas.
Affiliation Request – Ben reported MSYSA had received one request for affiliation:
· Glade Valley Athletic Association (Frederick County Youth Soccer) applied for membership in MSYSA.  
Motion made and seconded to accept this club into MSYSA.  Motion carried.

Director of Coaching:  Graham was absent (excused).  No written report.
Risk Management – Mike Sidlak reported that some Board members had submitted their information for the MSYSA mandatory background checks through the National Center for Safety Initiatives.  It was decided to table to the October meeting a discussion on a zero tolerance policy.  Mike also reported that our insurance carrier, Bollinger Insurance, will be holding a Risk Management Seminar in November that Mike will attend and report back to MSYSA.  
Coaching Committee – Mark Malloy reported that the Committee will meet before the October meeting. One of the issues to be discussed by the Committee will be the relationship with NSCAA and its distance learning proposal.
New Business - Ben announced that he has asked Cliff Walcott to be MSYSA’s representative with respect to the joint NSCAA-MSYSA effort for the 2008 NSCAA Convention in Baltimore and the 2008 MSYSA Workshop.
ODP Reports – ODP Administrators were not represented.  However, written reports were filed.  It was noted that ODP will use the ADG on-line registration system.
Old Business: Mark Molloy and Rob Smith reported that they had the NSCAA list of vendors and a list of vendors who had either attended a past MSYSA Workshop or were on the list of potential vendors to whom notices had been sent in the past.  Rob reported that a “Save the Date” notice would be sent to the parties on these lists, announcing that the 2007 Workshop would be held on Saturday, January 27. 

Ben asked whether Board members would be willing to donate 10 gifts, under $10.00 value each, to be given to children with cancer.  Interested individuals were asked to the 10 gifts wrapped to the State office for pickup.
Good of the Game:  Jerry May announced that the ACC Men’s Soccer Tournament will be held at the Maryland SoccerPlex from October 31 – November 5.
