The Minutes of the September meeting were reviewed.  A motion was made by Dale Quisgard to accept the minutes, was seconded and passed unanimously.

The financial report was offered for review and filed.
Written reports were offered from the President, Coaches’ Committee, Registrar and Programs Director.

President’s Report:
The Region 1 AGM was recently held.  The increase to a 22-man roster was approved by the region and will be presented at the National BOD meeting.  If approved, the change will take place September 2005.  Permission to travel was eliminated for teams traveling within Region 1 with the exception of teams traveling to or from New Jersey.  Teams must however notify their home association on-line.  Region 1 and sub-regional leagues are accepting applications for next season’s play.  Cup play at the regional level will have limited substitution.
1st Vice President:
As a result of the Region 1 meeting, there is a new roster on the Region 1 website.  Earlier versions are now obsolete.
2nd Vice President:

3rd Vice President:
No report.

Registrar:
Discussion centered on US Club Soccer tournaments.  There are many more happening and many questions raised regarding applying to these tournaments.  Applications to Travel are no accepted by MSYSA for these tournaments and teams are not covered by MSYSA insurance.  The Teams need to apply for USCS insurance.  Please check with your registrar for further clarifications and information.  Laminated passes are still being required for some out-of-state tournaments.  Please discuss the ways to bypass this requirement with your registrar.
Regions:
No reports.  However, since there have been requests for lists of what regions clubs are associated with.  Mandy Bishop is preparing such a list and will have it available ASAP.

Coaches:
A committee meeting was held two weeks ago.  The offer has officially been made to Graham Ramsay and several items are up for further discussion at an Executive Committee meeting to be held tonight.  The ODP coaching staff is being determined.

Girls ODP:
The Girls ODP is in a holding pattern at present until the coaches can be finalized.  There will not be a U-12 Region 1 ODP camp this year for the girls.  Dave Tenney is the Head Coach.

Boys ODP:
Jen Pagliano has offered to be the Administrator for the Boys ODP this year.  Her offer will be entertained by the Board.  Keith Tabatznik has been appointed the Head Coach for the boys.

Finance:
The committee deferred any discussion to tonight’s Executive Committee meeting.
Strategic Planning:
No report.

Referees:
Committee members are preparing plans for addressing assigners, recertification, and assessor courses.  There will be entry level courses starting January, with the schedule to come out in the near future.

League:
While there is no official report, it has been determined it is feasible to start a new league in Maryland.  Details are being worked out and will be released as soon as complete.

Executive Director:
The year-end report and compilation of the quarterly reports are being prepared by Naden & Lean.  There will be a Top Soccer event at the SoccerPlex on November 7.  The Tide cup will be held on Saturday, November 20th in St. Mary’s – please refer to the website for details.  The Chevy Cup has been postponed and a new date will be determined.

Adjudication:
The committee is looking for volunteers to spread out the work.  Club representatives are welcome and encouraged.

Old Business:
The grievance against Gettysburg was issued.  A prompt response was received, stating this should have been resolved without the formality presented.  In the future, they will simultaneously submit applications to EPYSA and MSYSA, as well as reimburse MSYSA for the fees due us from the past two tournaments.
Reminders – The MSYSA workshop will be held on January 23 at U of MD and the NSCAA workshop will be on January 15 &16 at the Baltimore Convention Center.  The USYS workshop will be held February 17-20 in Salt Lake City.
