The coaching staff was presented to the Board by Dave Tenney.  Arlene Rodway made a motion to accept the slate, the motion was seconded and passed unanimously.  Tryouts will start before Thanksgiving.  The playing/training load on the players was discussed and plans are to lighten the load a bit.  International trips are being investigated for the girls.  Meghan Holmes (87’s) is currently in Thailand at the U-19 World Championships as a starter.  Eleven other girls, covering three different age groups, are representing the state at the Interregional Event.
