President Mary Ann Kapcala called the Meeting to order at 7:15 PM.

The Minutes of the November meeting were reviewed.  A motion was made by Dale Quisgard to accept the minutes, was seconded and passed unanimously.

Financial report:  no report.
President’s Report:
Rich Edgar resigned from his position as the 2nd Vice President—the Player Development Program Liaison.  He sited personal and professional conflicts as his reason.  Questions had been raised about the changes in our registration policy based upon the influx of US Club Soccer Tournaments and teams.  And a brief questions about where we are in terms of the grievance and Gettysburg.  Joe Rieck has stepped down as the SYRA and Marty Sinclair will be the acting SYRA.  Greg Watson will be here starting next month as a member of the referee committee. 
Boys ODP:
A written report was turned in.  The tryouts are continuing in the different locations.  Mostly the tryouts have been good, albeit on turf fields.  A motion to approve was made and second by Eric McAleer.  Presentations about the 3 foreign trips to be made to Brazil and Scotland were made.  Gene Whitney made a motion to approve and Mark Molloy seconded.  
Girls ODP:
A written report was submitted.  The tryouts are completed, and all the ODP Pools were selected except for the 1992s and the 1989s.  These will be selected and posted in the next week.  There will be a parents meeting on Monday, December 20, 2004 at Wilde Lake HS.  The 1992 group would like to extend the pool to 44 players, although only 36 will be able to travel to the tournament.  Win Puffer is asked to co-coach the 1991 pool, pending the board’s approval.  The 1989 girls foreign trip to Brazil was proposed.  A motion to approve was made by Linda Norton and Dale Quisgard seconded it.
1st Vice President:

3rd Vice President:
All three of the Recreational tournaments were held over 2 weekends in November.  This was the first year that we held two rec tournaments in one day.  All 3 of the host locations were returnees and although the sign up for each was small, the competition was good.
Registrar:
Proposed that a committee would be formed to look at insurance coverage for the MSYSA teams that enter US Club Soccer Tournaments.  This committee would look if the current policy is correct for the MSYSA registered tournaments and/or any other non- sanctioned tournaments.
Regions:
Gene Whitney asked if it would be possible for the new Regional Commissioners would be able to get some training on the responsibilities and policies of MSYSA.
Coaches:
A newsletter sent to all of the coaches registered in Maryland is in the works.  The first draft is suppose to go out tomorrow.  We have decided to take a more direct, active approach to reach out to the clubs.  The 6th Annual Tactics Workshop will be held over New Year’s Eve weekend at St. James School in Hagerstown.  Graham will be presenting Zonal Play – playing and breaking.  MSYSA held a D course in November in Waldorf, and are planning one in Western Howard County for February.  Olney Soccer Club also wants to hold one in the coming months.  We are applying for to host a C course this summer through USSF.  Graham has talked to Sam Snow about also hosting a Youth License course in June or July

Executive Director:
The Maryland Coaches meeting will again be held at the NSCAA convention in Baltimore.  Rene Simones, head coach for the Brazil National team will be the featured speaker.  You can buy a weekend pass to the convention if you would like to attend.  The Workshop is still planned for the 23rd of January with the stuffing party to be held the Saturday before.  A change has been made in terms of the requirements to be approved to host a tournament.  This was initiated because of the lack of referees in many of the major tournaments.  The host organization is to receive a letter from the SYRA, to turn in with the tournament host packet.  Although the Polo Grounds in Poolesville as been sold, we have sent a letter requesting permission to use it for State Cup competition in April.  SAC has offered us use of their new fields for $150 a game slot.  We will need a greater demand on the regional commissioners to help find fields for state programs.
Old Business:
USYS workshop is February 17 – 20th in Salt Lake City, UT.  
New Business:
  Director of Soccer Development – The Board addressed the issue of the effective start date of Graham Ramsay as MSYSA’s full time Director of Soccer Development and clarified the restriction on his involvement with a club or team.  The Board acknowledged that its selection of the full-time DSD was made later than originally represented to applicants.  As a result, a motion was made, and seconded, to permit Graham to continue coaching his current club team until it was eliminated from National Championship competition, after which he would not establish any relationship with an individual club or team.  In addition, upon motion made and seconded, the Board approved September 1, 2004, as the effective date of Graham’s employment.

On-line Registration System – Gene Whitney and Mike Basileo reported that proposals were solicited from three vendors with respect to establishing an on-line registration program for MSYSA.  The strengths and weaknesses of each proposal had been evaluated and the On-line Registration Committee recommended that the proposal from Affinity Development Group in San Diego, California be accepted.  ADG currently has its system in place in the Cal-South and Utah state associations.  It was reported that the cost of the system would equate to $1.50 per name entered into the database.  The Board recognized that an increase in player registration fees might be necessary to fund the system, and that any increase in player fees would require approval by the MSYSA membership at its Annual Meeting.  Mary Ann Kapcala appointed a committee to investigate options for funding the system and report back to the Board at its next meeting.  Upon Motion made and  seconded the Board voted to accept the proposal from ADG, and enter into a Letter of Understanding, conditioned upon any approval by the membership of any increase in player registration fees needed to fund the system.  In order to permit sufficient time to implement the on-line system in time for the fall 2005 season, motion was make and seconded to hold the Annual General Meeting on Sunday April 3.  A separate committee was formed to prepare means to inform and educate  the membership of the benefits of the new system.  
The meeting was adjourned at 9:30 PM.
