
MINUTES

MSYSA Executive Board

June 16, 2004

It is the responsibility of each member league, club, and recreation organization to make copies of these minutes available to each of their teams and coaches.
President Mary Ann Kapcala called the Meeting to order at 7:02 PM.

A motion was made by Rich Edgar to accept the nomination of Bill Oosterink as the new South Commissioner, filling the open position resulting from voting in the new Board members at the AGM last month.  This motion was seconded and approved unanimously.  Mark Molloy, the newly elected North Commissioner was introduced to the Board and will be taking over the open position immediately.

The Minutes of the May 2004 meeting were reviewed.  A motion was made by Jim McGoldrick to accept the minutes, was seconded and passed unanimously.

Treasurer's report was presented and reviewed.  After some discussion regarding the posting of the report on the Website, the Board agreed to the posting and was reminded of the upcoming audit.

Written reports were submitted for review for the Girls ODP, State Cup and Coaches Committees.

State Cup:
The cup semi-finals and finals went very well, even considering the rainy weather on Saturday.  Nineteen teams will be representing the state in Rhode Island at the Regionals in early July.  The nine girls and ten boys teams are represented as follows:  Bethesda – 6 girls and 3 boys teams, Baltimore Bays – 1 girls and 3 boys teams, Potomac – 2 boys teams, SAC – 1 girls team, Freestate – 1 girls team, MSC – 1 boys team and Casa Mia Bays – 1 boys team.

Registration:
The birth dates of two players were questioned at the State Cup weekend.  Both were from Sierra Leone.  The birth certificates of both have been received and are being reviewed.  WAGS held a mandatory registration meeting on Saturday, June 12th, at which Mike Basileo led a presentation on the registration forms.  At the upcoming USYS AGM, there is a proposal on the agenda to increase the allowable roster to 22 players, with 18 dressing for each match.  Kay McGoldrick has reduced her registrar coverage and will no longer be doing WAGS registration.

Recreation:
No report issued.

Districts:
DDP has scheduled play dates on Saturday, June 19th for the Central West, West and North regions and on Saturday June 26th for the South, Central East and East regions.  On July 10th and 11th there will be a mini-camp for DDP at the Polo Grounds in Poolesville.  The 92’s will be holding a camp at Rider University in mid-July.  There are 22 spots available and 7 players committed to the camp, leaving 15 possible spots for members of the 92’s DDP participants.  Coaches have been asked to recommend players for a workout with the 92’s prior to offering these spots at the camp.

Coaches:
From over 30 applications, four (4) have been chosen for further interviews to be held on Saturday, June 26th at the MSYSA offices.  It is hoped the finalist will be chosen from these four.  There were no negative comments on the ODP trips held this spring to Scotland and Brazil.  With the choosing of a full time Director of Coaching, this will allow the early planning of trips for next year’s ODP teams to begin.

Finance:
No report issued.

Strategic:
No report issued.

Referees:
No report issued.  However, the assignments at the State Cup matches were well organized, with minimal complaints.

Girls ODP:
The weekend of June 11th to the 13th welcomed the Girls ODP tournament at Rider University.  The 90’s #1 team finished as champions and the 88’s as finalists.  Both the 87’s and 89’s are going to Kirkwood the last weekend of June as semifinalists, hoping to return as champions.  The 90’s #2 team and both 91’s, Red and White, had good showings, making the future of Maryland Girls ODP look very bright.  The 90’s and 91’s will be holding a mini-camp on June 19th and 20th at the East Columbia Library.

Boys ODP:
No report issued.  All the boys’ teams did well, and although none reached the finals, MSYSA received compliments on the improvement in the coaching of the teams this year.  It is thought that next year the 14’s may follow the practice of the 13’s with festival round-robin play rather than a tournament format and thus relieve some of the pressure on the younger teams to win a championship.

Old Business:
The Agm was held last month on May 23, with a good attendance.  After a hearty discussion, several of the Bylaw changes were approved, including the increase of fees due to the USYS increases.  The entire proposed slate of officers was also approved.

New Business:
WAGS passed a vote at an emergency meeting last month to change the U-11 teams to an 8 v 8 format, holding the roster limit to 18 players and planning to hold two simultaneous games with split squads on adjacent fields.  Should one team have less than 8 players, the other will “play down” to match the number.  WAGS will be voting on Thursday, June 17th on the subject of “league” guest players on the rosters.

The Nationals will be held in Orlando from July 19th to the 25th.  The USYS AGM will be held during this time and the subject of the changes to roster size and transfers during the year was discussed.  Mike Basileo made a motion to present the MSYSA vote as being against these changes in the hopes of fostering open discussion on the subjects.  The motion was seconded and approved unanimously.

MSYSA will be filing a grievance with USYA regarding the use by the Gettysburg Club of Maryland fields for their tournament on Memorial Day weekend.  The tournament is not sanctioned in our state and raises a question of insurance liability should someone get injured during the matches.  This same problem had been brought up last year with the Eastern Pennsylvania Association, who agreed there was a problem requiring resolution.

The Directors of Coaching, State Referee Administrators and Association Presidents plan on meeting in September in Texas to exchange ideas on bettering the skills of our youths.

Good of the Game:
There was a discussion on the use of DDP e-mail lists by parents to recruit players from DDP to their club teams.  The Commissioners are to address this practice on a case-by-case basis.  It should be known that MSYSA discourages this practice.

Due to the fact that the third Wednesday of July occurs during the Nationals, it was agreed to hold the next meeting on Thursday, July 15.

A motion was made, seconded and the meeting was adjourned at 8:38 PM.
