ODP/DDP:

Girls ODP:
Two teams participated in the Region 1 semi-finals.  The U-15 team lost on PKs to New Jersey, however the U-17s won the Region and will participate in the Nationals in March.  The program has been very successful this year with several players in he regional pools.  These include Chelsea Godbout and Wendy Balogun (U-15s), Melissa Kim and Vickie A (U-16s) and Haley Segal, Ashley Meyers, Meagan Holmes and Justine Wolfe (U-17s).  The U-13s, U-14s and U-19s are to be selected in the near future.  Dave Nesbitt, the head coach, will be stepping down at the completion of this season.  Thanks to Dave for his efforts and good luck in the future.

Boys ODP:
No report issued.  Bill Stera has resigned and a search for a new head coach and administrator has begun.  There are two (2) players from Maryland in the U-13s regional pool, seven (7) in the U-14s regional pool and three (3) in the U-14s national pool.  Congratulations to all.

Education & Training:
No report issued.  The two camps, Dutch and French went well as did the DDP mini-camp.

Old Business:
Several Board members will attend the National AGM while at the Nationals next week.

New Business:
Louise Waxler brought up two items:

(1) There is a concern about tournaments not sanctioned in Maryland being held on Maryland fields, in particular the Gettysburg Memorial Day Tournament at Mt. St. Marys, which also pulls referees away from the sanctioned tournaments the same weekend.  It was brought to Ms. Waxler’s attention that this had been discussed at the June Board meeting and a grievance will be filed after the Nationals.  It was suggested by Rich Edgar that we also send a copy of the grievance to the Mt. St. Mary’s Athletic Director and Head Coach, reminding them that they may be held liable for insurance not covered by MSYSA, since there is no sanction of the tournament in this state.

(2) The Washington Freedom has set up a development program with approximately 90 players to compete in leagues and tournaments as appropriate.  All were USYS carded, yet for the MSI Stars and Stripes Tournament, they were denied a roster by MSYSA registrars.  Eventually they carded with US Club Soccer and participated in the tournament.  The question of why was discussed.  The immediate response was the tournament was not sanctioned to allow all-star teams, which this team was determined to be.  The suggestion was then made by Ms. Waxler to make it easier for teams to participate by getting rid of a lot of the unnecessary paperwork.  The Board will take the suggestions under advisement as soon as possible.

Arlene Rodway made a motion to adjourn and the meeting was adjourned at 8:03 PM.
