MINUTES

MSYSA Executive Board

September 15, 2004
It is the responsibility of each member league, club, and recreation organization to make copies of these minutes available to each of their teams and coaches.
President Mary Ann Kapcala called the Meeting to order at 7:05 PM.

The Minutes of the July 2004 meeting were reviewed.  A motion was made by Mike Basileo to accept the minutes, was seconded and passed unanimously.

A financial report was offered for review and accepted.  Bill Fitzpatrick and Nicole Sarko of Naden & Lean, CPS, presented an overview of financial reviews that can be accomplished for the Association.  In summary, there are three levels of review – a compilation (financial statement form, no review, with given information), review (analytical analysis, calls on status), and audit (evidence from outside parties, reconciliation, search for unrecorded liabilities) – with varying costs.  Audits are generally conducted yearly using starting and ending balance sheets.  Reviews can be conducted on a longer time basis.  A comfort letter can also be provided by the reviewing firm, stating the good standing based on timed overviews.  Jim McGoldrick requested a comfort letter be prepared in the event the next Treasurer requests some backup to the reliability of the financial statement of the Association.

Finance:
Jim McGoldrick pointed out that as a Board, we had voted previously to have an audit performed.  With Naden & Lean performing quarterly compilations, it was suggested we may want to readdress this need.  Mike Basileo made a motion to withdraw the requested for an audit, based on tonight’s discussions and the request for a comfort letter.  The motion was seconded and passed unanimously.

Executive Director:
The National AGM was held in August and will continue to be held at the National Finals.  There was no real new business, with all of the items withdrawn, tabled, or sent back to committee.  Two items are expected to change – roster size increasing to 22 maximum and doing away with the “Permission to Travel” form and replacing it with a “Notification to Travel”.  Tournament approval is being handled through the office from now on.

For the State Cup, we are looking to use on-line registration to reduce the manual entry of data, however, there will still be the need to mail in checks for bonds, fields, etc.  The entry fee is rising $10 to $175 due to the same increase by Region 1 (for referee housing expenses) and the field use charge is going up $10 to $75 per game due to increases by the SoccerPlex and others whose fields we use.  Linda Norton made a motion to accept the increases in fees as described above.  The motion was seconded and passed unanimously.  The planned deadline for applying is January 31st, with the draw in February, April 9th play-in date (April 16 rain date), April 22nd & 23rd next rounds (May 7th, 8th raindates) and the finals in June.

The workshop is scheduled for January 23rd at Cole Fieldhouse at Uof MD.  The formal announcement will be in the upcoming MSYSA newspaper.

The U of MD men’s and women’s soccer teams are holding MSYSA Night on October 23rd (see the flyer on the MSYSA website).  There will also be a MSYSA day at Six Flags on October 17th (Also on the website).

There will be three recreation tournaments this Fall – the Frostburg Chevy Cup on October 23rd, St. Mary’s Tide Cup on November 20th and the Easton Chevy Cup on November 20th.

Registrar:
Training for registrars was held from mid-July through August.  We lost 15 registrars due to attrition and gained 12 new members for a total of 70.  The change to allow 5 transfers a year is in place.  Virginia is okay with this change with the caveat that all travel teams must follow cup rules.

Regions:
The West, North and Central East Commissioners have been working on their web pages and expect to complete them soon.  The Central West Commissioner is planning to visit each club this winter to inquire how the Association can help.

Strategic:
No report issued.

Recreation:

Coaches:
The committee will meet with Graham to finalize the contract terms.

Education & Training:
There will be a “D” license course in Waldorf in November (13, 14, 21) and in St. Michaels in late December.  A tactics course will be held in January, date and place to be announced.

Referees:
Plans are being made for meeting to agree on the next State Cup arrangements.

ODP Girls:
The administrators are looking for fields for tryouts.  The final lists of ODP camp players have been compiled.  Maryland has nine 91s in the regional pool, seven 90s invited to National Camp, one 89 in the regional pool and one 89 at National Camp, two 88s in the regional pool, two 87s in the regional pool, one 87 at U-19 National Camp and one 87 at U-17 National Camp, and four 85/86s at the regional pool.  Meghan Holmes (87) has been invited to travel to China with the U-19 National Team and Johanna Lohman (82) played for the U-21 team that won the 2004 Nordic Cup.  Johanna was captain and played every minute of every game at center-mid.  Congratulations to all.

Old Business:
The grievance with Gettysburg is almost prepared and will be sent before the next Region 1 meeting (October 15-17).

New Business:
The USYS Workshop will be in Salt Lake City on February 17-20, 2005.  There will also be a NSCAA Workshop in Baltimore in January.

SAC had a ribbon cutting ceremony to open their new facility.  Linda Norton made a motion that MSYSA purchase a large paver brick for their walkway.  The motion was seconded and passed unanimously.

After some discussion, for clarity sake, Mark Molloy made a motion that the Coaches Committee structure the package for the new Director of Coaching position, and get it signed and issued.  The motion was seconded and approved with one abstention.

Good of the Game:
It was noted with deep regret that Jim Sarnicki passed away recently.  The Board agreed to send a contribution to Jim’s favorite effort – the Maryland Center of Education.

The meeting was adjourned at 9:20 PM.
