Any changes to the minutes – seeing none – Minutes approved unanimously.
Ben Neil – President - no report

Louise Waxler –Executive VP - absent - out sick

Arlene Rodway – 1st VP - deadline for U13 applications is approaching.  The number of applications is down this year (11 less teams this year).  Large clubs have applied, not sure, why the smaller clubs have not applied.  Some teams have complained that they have not played enough full-sided matches since this is the first year of full sided.
Draw for U13 will be held next Saturday and will be shown live on the internet.  We have the bingo cage and the bingo balls for the actual draw.
Linda Norton – 2nd VP - no report
Cliff Walcott – 3rd VP – Visited the SAC Recreation Tournament.  He was able to line up a meeting with Jim Carlan and John Dingle to discuss what the state could do for the Rec programs in the State. Conclusion is that it need not be a tournament.  

Mike Basileo – Received an inquiry from Hemphill classic and from EPYSA state office – question no. of Maryland teams playing in Delco (which is full sided play) did not have permission to play across state line.  U 11 Bays played, U11 Cecil county team, 2 U12 bays team did not play, Club President told them to stop trying to get around the MSYSA rule – they will play small sided.

Cecil Soccer Club U 11 team contacted Mike via email for permission to play full sided.  2 -U 11 teams playing in the Delco league that should not be.  Playing full sided but the roster size remains a 14man roster.  Bays team to pull them out of the league. 
Bob Deegan made a motion to allow the two teams to play.  Ray second the motion.  Call for the vote:

10 opposed – 1abstention.  Motion failed.
Small-sided requirement – Tournaments can offer both full and short-sided play.  This will accommodate those teams whose State still allow full-sided play at U12.  This ruling goes into effect next seasonal year 2010-2011.  Maryland teams will not be permitted to play full-sided and it is assumed that the Maryland teams attending out of State tournaments are required to play short-sided.
Competition coming up forU12 team winners or winner will go to the tournament in South Africa.  Could not track down if affiliate with any USYSA State Associations.   National competition is being held at the SoccerPlex.   Has applied for MSYSA sanctioning.  These U12 finals will be playing full-sided matches.  MSYSA cannot sanction since they are playing full-sided at the U12 age level.  Must be a US Club sanction tournament.  Take a vote – Ray Greenberg made a motion to deny the request for sanctioning.   Motion was second Sam Magione.  Motion approved unanimously. 
Affiliations:   Real Maryland has teams in age groups U10, U12, U13, U14, U15, U16, and U17.  Would like to apply for affiliation with MSYSA – Teams would play in OBSL, MSI Classic, and NCSL. Recommendation was made not to approve at this time.  Linda Norton Second.  Motion passed unanimously.
Washington County Soccer Federation applied for affiliation. Seeing all paper work was in order, Linda Norton made a motion to accept Washington County Soccer Federation as an affiliate.  Motion was second by Mike Basileo.  Vote approved unanimously.
