Exec VP – Louise Waxler – There was a conference call with Bob Palmero regarding the President’s Cup.  Bob would like to implement.  Board discussed the pros and cons.  Louise Waxler made a motion to table until next year until more information is available.  Motion was second by Scott Eslick. Motion was approved.

1st VP – Arlene Rodway – The 2009 State Cup U-13's kicked off at Kent Island High School and Love Point Park in Stevensville on October 18, 2009.  There were 32 girls’ teams and 27 boy’s teams this year and the teams played the preliminary rounds at these two sites.

The major obstacle was getting referee coverage for this age group and it was apparent that the best referees were not assigned to this event.

On November 2, 2008, the U-13 boys and girls champions were crowned and the Bethesda Fire and Bethesda Freedom will represent Maryland at the 2009 Regional Tournament in Huntington, WV.  This age group received brand new “unnamed” perpetual trophies.

At this time, we are accepting applications for the U-14- U-19 age groups.  The application was posted online in late September and thus far, we have a total of forty one teams who have applied.  The deadline for applying is January 31, 2009.

She received information from CASRA regarding the Cups.  They would like more money also submitted the pros & cons of the State Cup.  The Pros: they like the format of cup and using orbiter.  Cons driving distance to venue, lower pay scale than top leagues, would like standby referees in case of coverage problems.  Arlene will address when it's time to renew CASRA's contract.
