Ben Neil called the meeting to order at 7PM.

Correction to last month’s minutes:  remove Mike Basileo’s name he did not attend last months meeting.  Motion was made to accept the minutes as corrected.  Motion was second by Arlene Rodway.  Motion passed

The board accepted the report presented by Mark Malloy.
Ben Neil - President - Uniforms to Iraq – Ray Greenberg son is in Iraq – He has started a new league for 8-19 year olds and needs uniforms & equipment.  Board approved to donate the surplus apparel in MSYSA’s warehouse to this program.
Key list – if you have keys to the front or back door or any other property owned by MSYSA please signup that you have a key

DDP Coaches salaries – Marie is trying to figure out how much we are paying our coaches.  Future she will require independent contractor paperwork for each coach.  She will be discussing those procedures with Mark and Bill.
Motion to accept the salary package for DDP Coaches $1500 head coach and 1,000 assistant.  Motion was second by Mark Molloy. Motion passed.
Louise Waxler - Executive VP – New affiliation – Maryland Premier Football - Jason Griggs – Motion to accept – Mike Basileo second – motion passes.
Kicks Against Breast Cancer tournament – best in 12 year.  Bill conducted the first Soccer Mom’s Camp, went very well.  There’s a photo of the group of Mom’s on the Kicks Website.  Reception for Marie & Bill went very well, thanks to WAGS (VP) for making the food.  Charlotte & Robin addressed the players telling their personal stories about their fight against cancer.

1st VP – Arlene Rodway – State Cup – Arlene had some issues the last two weekends due to rain.  1st weekend played two games.  2nd weekend – more rain.  There have been parking issues due to the mud- several cars had to be towed out.
This weekend play Quarter fields - Saturday & Sunday- run 56 games this weekend.  

Semi-finals are scheduled at the SoccerPlex. Parking issues due to the mud – several cars had to be towed out.

2nd VP Linda Norton – Linda thanked Jen Pagliaro for all her help in preparation for the trips.  Parents also commented to Linda what a great help and great job Jen does as the Boys ODP administrator.  See Linda’s report attached.
Jen Pagliaro – Report -ODP Boys – uniforms got our on time.  Practicing at the SoccerPlex.  Discussed different field options for the future.
Paul Myers commented possibility putting in three turf fields in Anne Arundel – possibility we might want to look into.  

Next year international trips – Great getting reports from the teams via emails.   Suggest not using personal blogs to post the reports. One of the father’s sent a report everyday from Denmark, they were very good reports.  Ben sent out a letter to all the kids who participated in the international trips.  He thanked them for being diplomats for the Maryland State Youth Soccer Association.

Cliff Walcott – 3rd VP - Top Soccer – Marie has a meeting 22nd with Doug and Pam.  As looking for a way to reach out to recreational organizations concerning the Rec tournament coming up.  Out of 142 organizations only have 22 organizations we have not contacted.  Begin requiring email address from Rec. Programs for contact purposes.

Set up for the fall – Marie to meet with Louise & Mike to set up parameters for Rec programs to register.  EYO has contacted Cliff about affiliating – needing more info.
Trip – Scotland – Comment to Bill youngest kids had only 6 training sessions as a team.  They are playing teams that are part of professional club and have played together for awhile.  Suggested our trips be moved to a later date.  Bill responded there wouldn’t be any teams to play against if the trips are moved to June or later.
Bob Deegan – Treasurer –gave financial report – look over any questions – Contact Bob
Mike Basileo:  ADG 1st of May 08/09 season will be opened. Will contact Clubs so they can do what they need to set up for next season.  ADG can tie background checks into the registration system.
Mark Malloy – Regional Commissioner – North – DDP begins Monday. Scott has been dealing with online registration. Will be ready with all the items that need to be prepared. Will also have available registration forms for walk up registration.  Last check - 243 people have registered for DDP.

Bill Stara – Presentation concerning Coach Education revamp.  Looking for 20 -25 member staff.  
Motion to approve the rate of $38.00 per hour for coaching instructors and 50.5 cents a mile for mileage, coaching staff, registration fee, and online registration.  Motion was second by Gary Schneehagen.  

Louise requested to amend the rate to $40.00 per hour for the coaching instructors, 50.5 cents a mile after the 30 miles. Second by Mike Basileo.

During the discussion it was suggested to hold off approving the coaching staff.  No reason why the staff couldn’t be approved tonight. 

Amended to approve Bill’s suggested coaching education staff after they have passed their background check and if a conflict of interest for Mike Sidlak.  Ken Boras second the motion.  Vote taken with 1 abstention motion carries.

Marie Langford - Executive director – Office- Computers are backed up every night at Midnight. 

Marie had a discussion with Ray Greenberg the new Adjudication Chair.  He suggested maintaining the standardization w/USSF and surrounding States to increase our appeals fee to $300.00.  He also recommends that we consider amendment of Article VIII Section 2 – that all decisions of the adjudication committee are final. Final decisions of the Adjudication Committee may be appealed to USSF. The board recommends the passing of this amendment and that it is presented at the next AG meeting June, 2008. 
Mike Basileo made motion to accept this recommendation.   Scott approved.

Marie also discussed our affiliation fees and suggested they be raised as well.  Louise Waxler moved to increase the fee as requested $60.00, $115 & $170.  Motion was second. Motion passed.

Cedar Lane Parks in Harford County.  MSYSA will be able to take what we need; other schedules will be rearranged to meet our needs.  Marie & Ben going up to see what they can work out for DDP & ODP tryout and practice fields.
Volunteers have requested reimbursements for picking up uniforms and equipment.

Louise made a suggestion that Marie submit to us who in the organization should be reimbursed for expenses.

Todd Clark made a motion not to reimburse the ODP girl volunteers for the expenses they submitted for picking up uniforms from the office.  Motion made by Todd.  Motion second by Louise.  Motion passed.
Programs update – Staff called 142 we have 25 not in good standing.  MPSL is no longer affiliated with MSYSA.  Marie would like to send out a letter to the affiliates who are not in good standing.  The board supports Marie’s request.
