MSYSA Board Meeting

Minutes May 21, 2008

Meeting was called to order by Ben Neil at 7PM.  Seeing no changes or corrections the motion was made by Arlene Rodway to accept the April 16 meeting minutes.  Mike Basileo second.  Motion to accept was unanimous. 

President Report - AG Meeting is Sunday June 1st   – will hand out envelopes.  Sam Snow will arrive Saturday May 30th.  He will speak again at the AG meeting.
Beginning fall 08 – U12 teams will be required to play 8v8.  

Need clarification for Maryland U12 teams that play out of state leagues/tournaments whose formats are 11v11, how will this be handled.  How will we handle tournaments and out of state teams that are not required to play 8v8.
Ben will verify what WAGSL tournament format will be.
Recreation players fees - $6.50 if they use our online system.  If they don’t use our online system they pay $6.00.  Marie would like the registration fees to be the same rate across the board.  

Columbia (SAC) has entered their recreation players into the system.  

Rent situation – It was discovered that the rent had not paid since September – Good news, we are now current with our rent.  Just an oversight during which was corrected as soon as it was realized.  
Executive Vice President - Louise Waxler – 75 teams registered for the Mid Atlantic Cup Recreation tournament.  Age groups U7- high school.  Spread the word to our affiliate clubs to enter their teams – deadline next Tuesday.  Requested any one from the board who is available to help out for the weekend it would be appreciated – Saturday & Sunday - June 14 & 15th. Louise Waxler

Louise made the motion to accept these 5 clubs for affiliation. Motion was second by Arlene Rodway.  Motion passed.
1st Vice President – Arlene Rodway – Cup Report – schedule for finals are posted on the web site.  Arlene asked for the boards help for May 31st.  Champions will receive photos and the coach of the finalist team will received a photo. 
Two U19 boy teams will go to the Regional tournament.  Those teams will be U 19 Boys champion and the U 19 boys Wildcard.
Rob Smith- wants to promote the state cup.  Rob would like info to be provided to him about the championship teams.  He will prepare a press release and get it out Tuesday.

Arlene made a motion to move the U13’s to a Fall State Cup beginning Fall 08.   Mike second the motion.
Explanation for the motion: 13 is the largest group – Staff would have the ability to be more hands on with this age group which would be helpful since it’s their first time playing in the Cup tournament.  This move will help with field issues as well as referee issues.  This will also alleviate the scheduling problems.  This is an age group that does not participate in the national tournament.  

 Motion passed.
2nd Vice President - Linda Norton - Scholarship – cost for ODP travel has gone up incredibly – maybe use the income from the online mall.  Bill Stara made a suggestion if there could be sponsors on the jersey.  Look into finding a sponsor.
3rd Vice President- Cliff Walcott - Cliff & Marie had a meeting with Pam Yerg & Doug Schuessler of MSI’s Top Soccer Program – would like Pam to Chair the States  Top Soccer program along with what she was doing with MSI and the Md. Special Olympics. She would design and maintain.  Pam will train willing volunteers.
Treasurer – Bob Deegan (absent) Ben gave a report – Bob is putting finishes touches on the budget for the AGM.  Will go over with Marie and send out the budget.   We are completely reconciled to the penny.

Registrar - Mike Basileo – Kathleen Huffman has convinced SAC to enter the 5800 plus recreation players into the ADG Registration system.  Mike will begin purchasing the supplies the registrars will be needing.  Mike will be out of State in August.   

Checked on neighboring states leagues and if they are offering small sided play for U11 & U12 age groups.  No Maryland team can play full sided unless they have a letter from MSYSA giving them a waiver.
Mid Atlantic Soccer League still offering small sided U11 & U12.  
PAGS – is now offering small sided option for U11.  

DELCO – hasn’t heard anything back from the President.  
Questions whether or not we are offering exemptions from U 11 U12 small sided this year.  MSYSA is not planning on giving exemptions since there are leagues offering small sided play. 

Mike Basileo made a motion that U13 must have 9 true U13 players on a team.  Motion failed for lack of a second.
Arlene Rodway made a motion that 51% of the players must be true U13 players.  Cliff Walcott second.  Motion passed.
Regional Commissioner – East – Todd Clark - Email sent out finalizing the DDP Scotland trip.  Training dates are being set up.  Location will be Kinder Park, no fee will be charged.  Seven training sessions are being planned to take place prior to leaving for the Scotland trip. DDP Play date – we must decide tonight – Possible reschedule dates for June 21st & June 22nd.  
Director of Coaching - Bill Stara – Coaching education has been revamped. Information can be found under coaching on the MSYSA website.  
ODP Boys & Girls – getting ready for Rider.

Executive Director – Marie Langford - brought up that ADG can do the background check as the new coach or administrator signs into ADG.  Table the discussion until Mike Sidlak is here.

Gone over the list of Clubs and Leagues not in good standing, at the moment there are 14.
