The two boards need to agree on the details.  Maryland coaches will be required to do background checks that Maryland requires.

Marketing Volunteer- Rob Smith – shared media coverage for state cup.  Arlene sent an email out to the teams requesting any team that wanted to submit any information about their team to Rob.  He is planning to do a press release for the Region one championship play. 

The local cable station for Prince Georges County – covered the U18 boys – will be sending a DVD to Rob to share with the board.  

Commissioner Western District – Scott Eslick -DDP first play date approx. 360 players registered, 135 players were there for the play date.
Scott will need help in Hagerstown for the play date being held there.   Should have a list of contacts now – the next thing send email to the commissioner – asking who will be coming to assist with the coach.  

Director of Coaching – Bill Stara – hosted an e course at South River High School – went great.  Bill was given an application from Pete Caringi to be a part of the coaching education staff.  Linda Norton made the motion to accept Pete Caringi on the staff – Motion was second by Louise Waxler.  Vote was unanimous.
Planning to host the first Spanish speaking coaching courses in the Summer of ’09  – Spanish e & d course.
