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General Procedure 
 
(1) Player must Register with the Maryland State Youth Soccer Association (MSYSA). 
(2) Player obtains Permission from MSYSA to play on out of state team. 
(3) Player obtains Permission from other state association to join their team. 
(4) Player is added to roster of the out of state team. 
 
 
Player Registration with MSYSA 
 
Starting with the 2006 - 2007 Seasonal Year, MSYSA will use an on line registration system.  Use of the 
system is mandatory for all travel players.  The registration procedures for players that will join an out of 
state team will initially be a mixture of the new on line system and completion of paper forms by hand.  
When this component of the on line system is fully completed, all required forms will be printed by the 
system and updated procedures will be issued. 
  
Unless the player is age 18 or above, the on line registration must be completed by a parent or guardian. 
One of the required inputs during the process is a family e-mail address. This allows the on line system to 
send acknowledgements of your registration electronically. Neither MSYSA nor Affinity Development 
Group (ADG, the on line system contractor) will disclose the e-mail address to anyone outside of MSYSA. 
 
The required registration forms are on the web site, www.msysa.org/registration/forms/index_E.html. 
 

(A) For Maryland players joining Virginia Youth Soccer Association teams – 
 

-- Use the MD/VA Registration and Permission Form (version 6/2006*) 
-- Print the USYS card with the VYSA system (VYSA does not allow hand printed USYS cards) 

 
(B) For Maryland players joining teams in other State Associations – 
 

-- Use the Membership and Player Registration Form (version 6/2006*)  
-- Use the Player/Team Status Form (version 7/2006*) 
-- The USYS card can be printed with the other state system, or may be hand printed (MSYSA 
allows hand printing if not prohibited by the other Association). 
 

For either of the above cases, it is suggested that the Registration form first be completed except for the 
Player ID number. This will provide the information required to complete the on line registration. One of 
the last steps in the process will display the ID number so that it can be written onto the forms. 
 
MSYSA requires that both parts of the USYS card (Member Pass and Membership Card) be completed, 
and that two photos and two player signatures be placed on the back (for guidance on signature and 
photo position, see www.msysa.org/imgs/registration/forms/usys3pas.jpg). MSYSA uses the Membership 
Card as backup for the Member Pass; it is retained by the processing registrar.The front of the card must 
contain “Maryland” or “MSYSA” on the State line, and the MSYSA-assigned Player ID Number for ID #. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
*NOTE: the primary update to the 2006 versions of these forms is to change the format of the Player ID Number 
space to fit the new ID Number.  If you have already completed the earlier versions and obtained signatures, these 
will be acceptable if you change the ID number space (use correction tape) such that the new 12 character Player ID 
can be entered.) 
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To begin the process, enter "msysa-oos.sportsaffinity.com" into the address bar of your Internet browser.  
This web site (opening screen is below) is specifically for Maryland players that join teams in other states. 
 
 

 
 
 
On the opening screen (above), select the "New Application" tab, located just below the screen heading. 
 

 
 
On the Registration Types screen (above), be sure that "Player Registration" is selected (it should be the 
only choice), then select Continue. 
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On the Returning Player screen (above), select "No..."  Since this is the first year of using this system the 
answer is "No" for all players.  Select Continue to reach the Player Account Creation screen. 
 
 

 
 
This screen creates the family account on the system.  The username and password will be used for 
system access in the future.  Possible uses would be to add additional family members, update family 
information (address changes, etc.).  After filling in the username and password, select Create New 
Account. 
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Fill in the information required for the player and the parents/guardians.  Please be sure to select the 
correct Member Type for each entry.  Select Continue when finished. 
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Complete the Household Address screen, including telephone number and family e-mail address. Select 
Continue. 
 
 

 
 
In the pulldown menu under "Application Club" you must indicate the State Association to which the out of 
state team belongs.  Examples are "MD Players on EPYSA Teams" (Eastern PA Youth Soccer), MD 
Players, MD Players on VYSA teams (Virginia Youth Soccer, which covers both VA and DC teams), etc.  
The second pulldown menu, for Play Level, does not appear until the first selection is completed.  Select 
Create Application to continue. 
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Above is the upper part of the Player Detail screen containing information entered in prior screens. The 
lower half of the screen (below) requires entry of information about the Club, Team, and League that the 
Player will be joining in the other state association. 
 

 
 
 
Select Continue after entering all required information. 
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The Registration Summary screen (above) provides the opportunity to modify or add to the information 
entered thus far in the family account.  Use of the Edit links at the right side of the screen will make this 
possible. If any editing is done, be sure to select Update at the screen bottom to record the changes.  
Select Continue to move to the next screen. 
 

 
 
The Thank You screen (above) appears at the end of the registration process.  It also triggers download 
of a Player Registration form through use of a pop-up (see screen below). Depending upon your browser 
settings, this pop-upmay be blocked. 
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In order to obtain the Player ID Number, it’s necessary to view this form. If the pop-up is visible, as shown 
above, select Open. This will open the form on the screen using Adobe Reader. If the pop-up is blocked, 
use the Print Form choice at the screen bottom. This will also open the form using Adobe. 
 
The top part of the form is shown below; copy the “MSYSA ID#” (79506-009692 in this example) onto the 
completed Player Registration form. 
 

 
 
 
After obtaining the ID Number, close the form and select Sign Out Here at the left side of the screen 
under the My Account heading.
