The Regent Sports Corporation recently recalled approximately 190,000 MacGregor and Mitre fold up soccer goals after a 21-month-old Texas child died after getting his head tangled in the net.

 

The child apparently attempted to climb a goal from behind and fell through the net and was strangled by the polyethylene cord.

 

The goals nets are comprised of 5-inch grids. According to various sources, a net with 4-inch grids would have prevented the incident.

 

The goals have been sold since May 2002 in all major sports and toy stores across the country. The Consumer Product Safety Commission is urging consumers who already own either goals to contact the manufacturer for a replacement.
